COMPLETENESS—THERE CAN ONLY BE FREEDOM
IN THE UNLIMITED AND UNDIVIDED BECAUSE
THERE IS ONLY WHOLENESS IN TRUTH...*

A sense of completeness is the secret of happBisthat
completeness can only come when we discern oghtispaur emotions,
discern our conditioning and what is conditionirgg lflyou are not aware
of what is conditioning you then you will still benditioned.

And how are you conditioned? You are conditioresmhbise of
your reactions to things external to yourself. af@iconditioned by your
form of belief in any particular ritual, no mattahat it may be. You are
conditioned by your party, your politics, your egfian. You are conditioned
by your traditions. You are conditioned by all #hésings unless you
discern how you are conditioned. And if you disdeosw you are
conditioned then you can free yourselves from goaditions. But
not until such time that you discern the fact @i are conditioned
can you free yourselves.

Completeness comes when there is no limitaticen tiiere is no
division, when there is Wholeness. What Is, isAdl,there can be no
division in all.

| told you some time ago that God being Infimteature must
fill boundless space and there can be nothing detsiim. If there
was anything outside Him He could not be Infiritéle did not fill
every atom of space and fill every Living thing Batind every Living
thing including the flowers, the trees and the tgldtke could not be
Infinite. Therefore we see that when we look &hadr, a tree or a
plant of any kind we will know that it does notvgiay its own volition,
but behind it is that Infinite Expression in whiblre is Wholeness and
Completeness. Therefore you cannot be outsidefingd and the
Infinite must be Eternally within you because Henesonly Living
Being there is.

And it is now that you realise and recognise #ut that you
are alive and living, and that is being. Not becoghbut being.
Everyone is trying to become something; throughesphilosophy,

through some form of education, through some pdaiidorm of
psychology or all these particular “ologys,” or yare all trying
to become something. And where to you land yoassetvignorance
and in what we call confusion. The mind of theuiadial becomes
confused and he never reaches what he desires.

But immediately you become aware of this one amfact
of Wholeness. That there can be no outside, andaymot be outside
and God is not relative to you. Even if we talkl®od we make
Him relative. When you pray to God you make Himttivel because
you are praying to something external to yourselesl what are
your prayers for; for your wants, something thati yeeed, either
your health or your happiness or something thakeisessary in your
life as you think. But when you have Being and Afreds and
Completeness then man is no longer uneasy, tharsemnse of
freedom. There is a sense of friendliness andwaayaroach Reality,
you approach Him in friendliness with everythinghweveryone else
knowing that you cannot be separated from Him aadmvHo is the
Creator of all things, is the Benefactor of alhig. And He Who lives
and moves and has His Being in you, you live ane raiad have your
Being in Him. As the Master said so clearly antindity, “know ye not
| am in the Father and the Father is in me.” Anel ibundation of all his
teaching was based upon this one truth, “| and Rhataer are One.”

If you can discern completely and wholly the meguoif that
saying, according to his understanding, then yail ble as free as he
was.

We do not free ourselves by acquiring comforiomsolation. If
you only want satisfaction you live in the illusioihyour desire. \We must
strip the self of all conditioning and the selfraaan do this. The self
must discern its own ways, must understand thelesauthis is done
there can be no freedom of the self.

The self is you which feels a sense of separaimhwhat is it that
separates you? It is your conditioning.

(Consciousness, this is a very poor illustrationi it consciousness is.
| am not trying to tell what consciousness is beedo not know what It
IS, neither do you. Its like you do not know wieattcity is but you see
its manifestatior).

But the fact is that we know that consciousnegmigioning
in, what we call, the physical. But it has its ®at the Infinite
Completeness which is everywhere and runs throegigtieing. But as
the consciousness of man reaches the Infinitbassame consciousness
Is functioning through the physical. Mans consciass is now
functioning and reacting to the physical natureaf\lfe sees outside he
feels himself separate because he is reactingrigit@ms external to
himself. He feels this separation therefore he tiepossess everything
for himself. He tries to corner the Infinite forstown benefits.

But immediately man becomes aware of what hang, deeing
how he is conditioned; by his reactions, by hisghts, by other peoples
thoughts, by other peoples movements, by othdepeegires, by tradition,
by education, by his emotions. He begins to sethihatself’ is nothing
at all. The consciousness becomes aware of tgklihathe deeper form
of consciousness we find there is a functioningggan in your body that
you are not conscious of; the digestion of youd fthee assimilation of the
food, the control of the temperature of your bethger and summer. All this
IS going on under consciousness, nevertheledkeat game consciousness
that is ruling it all. Deeper down you find greafgiritual consciousness
which is in the higher conscious levels, when vginlde realise this
wonderful Truth. Until we begin to become awarea@@nof our own
consciousness, and aware of our conditioning, aafiee fact that our
consciousness is the ruling factor in our livesaf this the creator of
all thought and feeling in your life. If you aretmmonscious of certain
things you will never feel them.

Two men walking down the street. One is blindtiaaebther can
see. A tiger comes bounding down the street todbdtiem. One runs
into a corner, the other man stands still. Thereaeting to what he sees,
he is running away. But the other man is not canscof what is
happening therefore he does not know.

That is what is happening to most of you, yodeaeng every-
thing in your life and you are conditioning yourss. But once you
reach the stage where the Master said, “the Fa#ret | are one.”
He reaches his own Creativeness, that Creativéhatss Eternal and
Ever-present. The past and the futures do notiexise present. The
present is Eternal. The past is but a memory. Utesfis but a hope.
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These things are in your mind but you are a Lideang at the present
time. And it is only through Life, the Consciousned.ife, that is
Creative in you now that enables you to think angtenAnd nothing
comes into operation by its own volition. It is @ensciousness of the
Infinite Himself alone and “I and the Father areeh

If you have inherited ideas of right and wrongat Spiritual and
what is not Spiritual, you have only built arourmdi zonclusions which
you call understanding. These conclusions arei@hee to understanding. If
you rely on compulsion there can be no understgnthirough your
fear you adhere to a ritual which conditions tife¥su can readily see
that this is not understanding but stupidity.

And once you discern what is happening to youybarbegin
to free yourselves.

If you come to the conclusion through intelligengeur
conclusions become a wall which you build arounatsedf. This does
not dissolve your difficulties. The self is stitiprisoned. In the outer there
may be building, destroying, contrasting and madifysuppressing and
renewing. This is but an expansion of the seibirg away from that
which is Real. It is your reactions to things and giscern and desire
all these things in the relative, not knowing treatgand mighty force that
Is within. Only through awareness of the functions the salfidergoing
can you dissolve your difficulies. Only thus cae self free itself from
all illusion.

| know that you realise that this is the highestiang that is given
by the Masters. There is a number of new studerdsttis evening.
| want you to pay particular attention because walnot grasp it in
one sitting. But as you listen you will reach tlagies where you will also
become discerners of your own thoughts, your emsaiiod how you are
conditioned. And when you begin to do this youbeithble to eliminate
all these conditions and you will find a senseeefiom—and that is what
you are all seeking.

Conclusions are a hindrance to understanding etaey bind
the self. There must be the utmost pliability afshn the discernment of
what your conclusions are. They are but fixturashind the self, the
self is the cause of these conclusions. Therefermust discern deeply
what our conclusions are.
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When you come to a conclusion have you everdriiddern why
you come to this conclusion? What that conclusidmuilt from? How
it has come about?

| will tell you. It has come about because of yioaining, your
education, your reactions, your environment, yaundttions, and all
these things bring about your conclusions. Thabtaunderstanding,
that is mere stupidity.

To understand; you must understand the self, eself is being
bound, how the self is being conditioned. Thenwibfind freedom. A
freedom will come, which | cannot give you. Remeh@da not your
teacher.

There is no such thing as a teacher. Becausedht to teach you
or want you to imitate me and think what | think, lbam not a teacher
that way. There is no teacher in the world of adyesunless he allows
you to think for yourselves and put you on thatlrsa that you
will think for yourselves and think with understarmgl

| am not telling you to do this or do that. | ahowing you how
you can find freedom.

With conclusions you form your resolutions. Fatamce a
resolution not to benvious, not to balousno longer to be angry,
no longer to be possessigaot effective, it is stupid. A resolution not
to beenvious, not to balousnot to be angry and so forihto build
a wall around yourself and these walls preventrstaaeling. But if you
are “aware” you will discover the waystbése things, of enygalousy,
anger and so fortland any other hindrance that binds the self.

When you continue in interested watchfulness ytidina the
ramifications of the self at the different layef€ansciousness. To be
jealous in any layer of consciousness, highemagrias to be still bound
by jealousy.

Whether you are jealous of the highest things @tivein you are
jealous of the lowest things, you are still bouhgou are righteously
angry, he is an ass or a fool because there iserd o be righteously
angry. Righteous does not exist at all. You aneresingry or not angry.
Therefore it does not matter how your anger corbestalt is the same
emotion because you do not understand.

From the merely superficial envy to the most subotims in the
mental or spiritual is a hindrance to the true egpion of the

creativeness withilAnd it is this creativeness within that you want to
free so it can express Itself. But if it is heldifmb by conditions and
conditioning in any form whatsoever. Whethertiiisugh religion or
whether it is through anything else, it makes rif@@dince, you are
conditioned by it. You can never be free, youtdirevég in limitation.
That limitation is your conditioningret creativeness is a state of being
that is not the outcome of thinking.

Creativeness is not the outcome of thinking. Gradiss isow. It
is the very root of your own being, it is the \seyrce of Creative Power
in you. It is the Life, it is the Infinite expressHImMself. It is not brought
about by thinking, it is brought about by elimingtall that is hindering It
and its true expression.

You may speculate about the unknown but you ceer ninink
about it. When you are thinking about somethingarmeuprobing into
it. But such thinking does not bring creativenédisat is knowable is
not Reality. What is known is ever receding in® tlast, into memory,
and what is past and what is memory is not Redlig. Eternal is the
ever-present in which there is no memory no pastnoe.

It is the Ever-present present. It is the Creatrgs. If you can see
clearly what | mean, you will immediately begirlicern all the things
that are hindering the expression of this. Andwitiicast off one burden
after another, until such time as you feel thedoes, that freedom
arising within your own soul—but then you will knawvat freedom
means. You have not yet tasted the feeling ofrdedom.

| remember, | told you before, when | went tdHimealayas. And
| met one of the great masters. | thought, of @ooegurally, that | had
taken all the degrees that was possible in philbgageience, medicine
and so forth. That | knew a great deal. And thezdftbegan to tell him
what | knew. For an hour, | think, | discoursedd/Asfter | was finished
| thought now you will know that | know somethmgiy own mind. And
he put his hand on my shoulder and he said, “myisdoesnt matter
very much whether it is true or not does it.”

That was the first time | came to realise thattadl things | had,
| was conditioning this very thing that was crea#dad as | learned to
discard everything and to find that which in Itsgds Perfect. Then
Itself gives expression to Itself. The words flaturally. There was
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no effort to speak. There was no need to thinkvouds that | would
say. | knew that that word would come at the ngbtment. Not one
moment before, or one moment after. And everytioodyl be in its right
place at that time because of the Ever-Presence.

We can look back and we can be aware of our tigréand that
our thinkingis the result of the influences of conditionindimmitation.
Are you not influenced by propaganda, influencetkliyion, influenced
by thoughts and words of others, by leaders ipdiigcal, religious,
economic fields of exploitation? All these arethetinstruments of Truth.
If you would discover Truth you must become awatbesubtleties of
influence and your response tdib not forget your response to it!

When the past ceases to influence the presem,althsense of
time ceases in the presehgre, there is Creativeness now at this very
moment, and the past and the future are disappearddhe Living
Presence is now expressing Itself. Can you themsayr own heart
this moment that you are not conditioriEdere is creativeness, which
can be experienced in the stiliness of the nWigen the mind is still.
When all these things that are influencing you fyarr environment,
from your ritual, from the various forms. When yound is no longer
occupied by them. When your mind is no longeeimfied by them, then
that which is Real will rise to the surface and gball be as the Christ.
He was that. He moved among the people in thatfre@yDemonstrating
completely his own freedom and the expressioredCbativeness of
the Almighty. Everyone is born because of the dPmisciple in them.
You did not come into being by yourselves. Nottonges into being by
its own volition.The self will-then understand the Self and redia¢
which is beyond the self and that which givestasiae self. Although
you cannot know what it is you will knotkat it is.

Just as | know that is liglipoints to light bulh | do not know
what it is. You can not tell me what it is. Sciecae not tell us yet
what electricity is. You only know that it comesriithe atmosphere.
It is a form of energy that permeates the wholeéise. And by some
unknown way, someone experimenting with two digog in the
opposite direction, found that they created a fofrenergy. And from
that on they was using electricity, yet we do noikkwhat it is. Yet
we know the laws.
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The cause of exploitation is the self. The sekséa happiness
through material, mental or spiritual means. Whenthe self seeks
happiness external to itself it becomes the creafithe exploiter. The
exploiter does not come into being suddenly, hetia freak of nature, he
is the result of your demands for material, meatainomic and spiritual
satisfaction in which there is no freedom, andwiath youseek you
never attainBecause you are going away from Reality.

What the individual rebels against is the reduttioown action.
Some think that by killing they will destroy thelethey think that by
killing or imprisoning a few whom they think arespensible for the evil
they will destroy the evil, but they only add to it

Wrong means cannot establish right action. Traerdoe no peace
in the world by murdering those who are murdeferdong as we divide
ourselves into groups, nationalities, differefgihs and ideologies, there
will be aggressors and defenders, then the defdmetzmme the aggressors.
Think it out for yourselves and you will see, tngse of all our trouble is
this separation. This self is doing all the dambgeause it does not
understand itself and its way&nly by understanding the fundamentals
of human existence can peace come to the worttiagitb man himself.

In all organised Spiritual institutions therehis tlesire for position
and acquisition. Spirituality is all-inclusivenaaswhich there is no
distinctions, no divisioriNo high, no low. If you think in terms of high
or low, then you have conditioned yoursElfifree yourself from the net
of ignorance you must remain the controller of youn thoughts and
feelings and not become a slave to imitation aaudition and to the
authority of the less informed than yourselves.

We find then the secret of our happiness comitso@ih psychology,
not through philosophy, not through education,timatugh tradition, not
through possessiveness, but through freedom. Dlisgell that is condi-
tioning you. If you are possessive you are conualkgtb

When the disciples asked the Master about thgsthiaterial. He
said, “who clothed the lilies in the field, whodeédhe birds of the air, who
does all these things. Then are ye not more thetn And will your
Heavenly Father not give you what you need. Allipost know is to
understand that there can be no separation betyeeand me. And
| and the Father are one.”

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“I have come in that personal state of that Itdiritather. | am the
personal representative of that Infinite Life. Arydbu can grasp this great
freedom that is mine, so shall you have that freeido. For he who does
the Will of my Father is my mother, my sister, rothler.”

At the same time he says, “unless you forsakefsither, your
mother, your sister, your brother, your wife, ybusband and your
children, and even your own life, you can be noiglis of mine.”

Unless you can put away all this separatenesss#éparation,
you will never know the power of the Christ. Ydunever know how to
manifest, how to express the Christ from within.

The world’'s conception of Life is based on setfests with all
its subtle ramifications, its illusions, its fearsd consolations. Man
unconsciously acts through fear and becomes imstp®. This leads
to chaos and disaster, this is the result of kedbclear understanding.
Conscious action through understanding and adjustm leads to
pure thinking which leads to pure action, in whichthere is NO
longer selfishness, aggression and murderhere will be an under-
standing of the Presence that is not in oppogiidiself at anytime in
any individual, in any nation or group of people.

This saying, “One Presence,” Omnipresent in itsirgas never in
anyway antagonistic to any individual, in any otimelividual, nation
or group.

Then how does all this chaos come about? Thringgbetf being
conditioned, not understanding. Psychology willfrest you, philosophy
does not free you, education does not free yatiggpdbes not free you,
religion does not free you. All these things candityou.

What does free you is to discern what is conditgpgou. So
that your thoughts can be pure, can be based iy@orte fact, “I and
the Father are one.” And that Father is in everlgetLiving soul.

So you approach Reality with affection, with evaher person
who is approaching Reality with affection. But wdt@atve find? We find
people approaching Reality, in rivalry, in wantaggression. Do you
think that a God who is Complete and Perfect inddifmeceives your
prayers. Your prayers are hypocrisy, nothing mareaathing less.

To approach Reality, we must approach Him intagfeavith every
other individual that is approaching Him. Not ivalry, in division,
sectional, but in unity.
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If you will discern deep enough, you will see thabd and evil
are not entities in themselves. They are simplglsvarich you use to
indicate the results of your own actions. Thogeractre predetermined
by the character of your thinking, and the causgoaf thinking is
the self, clouded in ignorance. Therefore an utalwlimg of the self
IS paramount in the elimination of the sorrow amifiect in the world
in which we live.

To become aware of that which hinders true express the
Self is of primary importance to you. How clearly see this in words of
the Master, John 16: 2 and 3, “they will excomnaigigou; indeed the
time is coming when anyone who kills you will imagithat he is doing
God a service. This they will do to you, becausg tlave not known
the Father or me.”

Dont you see how wonderful it is. These people waught up in
their fanatical religious sectarianism, in theimétical beliefs that they
were right. They never discerned how these thenge @bout. They were
bound in these beliefs.

Is there anything more fanatical than an eastanatfic. | have
lived in the east for many years. | have lived aptioa Arabs in Arabia. |
have travelled through the east in my early lifd Bknow their ways
and every possible thing. | saw this fanatical &asteligious fervour
that causes them to bleed to death. And if anyome in their way
during these particular times, they will sweep gside. You have got
to keep within doors. This is a religious secttouturder, out to Kill.

Why it is not very long ago since the Spanishidiiqn. Look at
the fanaticism that was there. When people wera btithe stake.

What do we see in the present tiW@rean WayJ. This mass
murder going on. Is it not just the same thing.d&@ism in a larger
scale. How ignorant is the world.

O may the Christ that knew the Truth reveal dltanens hearts
and souls. That is the great thing. And everyaoulan will be the buming
expression of the Creativeness of the One Irffiattger. All will approach
Him in affection for one another. Reaching thatipalar Fountainhead
of Love, understanding what it means.

In the world today is it not so? Those who haVediothers
think they have done God and the world a senheggtis no need for
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me to enlarge on this for it is very plain to ydiu Bhe Master was
thought to be an evil influence because he revea@diniquities,
their ignorance of the trutlso they killed him. They did the same to
his disciples. But that did not stop the flood ofheisiasm that ran
through the world about the freedom of his teachiimgy could not
kill that which they could not sesnd did not understand.

They never killed the Christ. The Christ is therig Expression
of the Father. You will never die, it is an uttapossibility. You will leave
the body behind when the body is no longer requmatyou will still
live.

John 16: 4-7, “| have told you all this, so thaiew the time for
it arrives, you may remember what | said to yalid Inot tell you about
this at the beginning, because | was with you thetrow | am going
to Him who sent me. And yet not one of you asksefe are you going?’
No, your heart is full of sorrow at what | haveltgbu. Yet—I am telling
you the truth—I am going for your good. If | do wigpart, the Helper
will not come to you; whereas, if | go, | will sehtn to you.”

Here was the Christ speaking, the Comforter, thtte Spirit of
Understanding.

When you depend on any outside agency, even er,Masthave
lost your own independence. If you depend on atsideuagency of
any kind you have lost your independence!

| heal only because it is the Spirit that hedis the Spirit within
me that doeth the work. | speak only because @ivé.

The Spirit alone has \Woice. That which is thedPes now at the
very moment is the Presence forever. The Predeneshas \bice, nothing
else has voice.

When | speak, then | know that it is the Presiates speaking. If
you can understand that and think deeply withirrsgiues you will
also find that this Presence will speak for yolut apoke for Jesus, as
it spoke for any Master that existed in the wdérld.

Here is the understanding of that sense of Completen which there is
no uneasinesshis is the all-embracing Truth of the Christ thditorn in
man and is the Light of man, that shines in thkndas but the darkness
comprehendeth it ndtvhere the Light is, darkness disappetne darkness
Is the mind that is caught up in idolatry and pommutward show,
in selfishness, in separation, in antagonism, thigtbelief that evil is
an entity of itself so man sets out to destrgyettjt is nothing more than
the action of man himself, so man is killed to exieate evil only to
create more evil. This is the sin of ignorancé@world, the Prince of
the World. The Prince of the World has been judnethe Christhas
been known, now, to have no more power. Chrisfggefie and when
man realises this also—he shall be free.

You will see also that the Prince of the World hagpower of
its own, its only power rests in man himself. Ifimtiaen will look into
his own heart-mind there he will find the Princéhef\World, in which the
self is caught up. So the self, man, perpetuatesim misery because he
will not discern and understand the canfdgs misenWhen the cause is
understood then Christ in you will also judge theade of the World
and it will dissolve away because the only poweadt is the power you
give it by being caught up in the things of theld;an separation, in
antagonism.

The world is yours providing you give it up. Bulag as you
hold on to it through possessiveness it will alwagstroy you.

The Spirit of Truth is yours. The Life that isniizikis yours provided
you give up your own life in the self, so thatrgtain Life that is Eternal.

If you can see this clearly you will see ther®isnental gymnastics
about it. There is no need for affirmations fronrmmay till night that
cloud the mind and cause a lot of troubles. Ther®ineed for these
stupid affirmations.

To discern what you are doing, how you are thapkiow you
are conditioned, frees you and that alone frees you

(John 16: 16-20,) “ ‘in a little while, you shakkhold me no
longer; then, after a little, you shall see me$&me of his disciples said
to one another, ‘what does he mean by tellinginig, little while, you
shall behold me no longer; then, after a littley sleall see me,” and, “I go
to the Father?’ They said, ‘what is the meaningro little”? We do
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not understand what he is saying.’ Jesus knewthiaatvanted to ask
him; so he said to them, ‘is this what you areudismg together, why
| said, “in a little while, you will not see meeth, after a little, you shall
see me”"? Truly, truly | tell you, you will be watj and lamenting while
the world is rejoicing; you will be sorrowful, bilken your sorrow will
be changed to joy.””

Here was the great wonderful Truth. They did ndetstand the
Eternal Christ.

That is the Christ. And when the consciousnessrigscaware of
its own power, the Christ Power, it sees that s@&hmest in every other
thing. It lifts everything to safety, lifts evemgtinthrough Love.....

How many of you, my disciples, yet fear death aedsorrowful
when your loved ones pass from your earthly Sghtvhen you may get
a glimpse of their presence you are afraid, yaudeeause you do not
understand. Many of you have witnessed a trargfigrathere yet you do
not believe.

Yet this is excusable, for Thomas, the disciptb@Master, would
not believe until he thrust his hand into the Mast&le and felt his hands
and feet. As it is with most ‘I believe, O Lord]iheny unbelief.’

If you accept any opinion then, without due redardthether it
corresponds with the whole, you are caught up enfise.

You may reason divinely but if you are still caug in the
false, that reasoning is of very little value tary¥ou may say that
you are the Spiritual Essence, but if you are caughin the false
that becomes just an idea and does not releaségauthe false.
Not until such time as you observe that which lsefalhen with
Divine reasoning, is the double edge sword, itiektes all these
things from the mind. When the mind is caught tip these things
then you will find that there is always trouble.eTimind is the
trouble maker.

Therefore the whole teachings of Jesus to hipldisevas showing
them something that was greater than anythingretee whole world. It
was the secret of all their power. The secret@ptiwer that would be
of any value to them later on.

The basis of his teachings was that there wasvisiod. ‘He who
does the will of my Father is my mother, my sistigbrother.’ There was
no separation.

Jesus was showing the disciples then, that theghiess of God
was himself, the Christ.

The disciples were looking with the physical dyaiscould not
understand the Livingness of the Christ that matevhich couldhot be
seen from without, but coudaly be seeand understoofiiom within.

And you can find this yourselves. | cannot find/éar. But if you
discern all the things that are hindering this—thiesill come to you as
clear as day.

There shall be no longer any fear of death. Aadghr of death is
the cause of most of our troubles. Because whémawvesany trouble at
all, we fear that we may die, that extenuatesrouble. And the sooner
we realise that we can get rid of this fear oftdlé@n we can rid ourselves of
much of our misery.

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whatsoeverHis peace was God Almighty. “Heaven and earth sss
away but my words shall not pass away,” “My woldsl siot return unto
me void but they shall accomplish that whereto #neysent” This was
the pure thought in the recognition of the Maktir.thoughts were pure,
they were not caught up in any false belief oiticerof any kind. He had
eliminated from his mind everything except thavée Life Itself. And he
knew that Life being the Creator of everythingp@lniverse and this Life
was his own Consciousness. His Consciousness aragptine, not
affected by fear of death or anything else. Therélis thought was pure
expressed from that centre of Power lItself, thg wdmighty God.
Therefore his word could not return unto him vaitidiccomplish that
which it was sent forth to do.

Therefore you will see also if you can discern yaind until such
time as you also recognise that your words shaliatiarn unto you void.
It shall carry out what you have sent it forth to d

How many people have asked for help for sickhelgsjn many
ways? Do you think that | would sit down and sagnyself, “well
| hope that person shall be well.” Decidedly nohaiM know is this,
that that person is Life. That person is God Altiginthe expression.
And my conscious awareness of that Truth is suffieo bring that
Power individually to that individual. So that teabconscious mind,
the mind that is permeating everyone of our mihdsmind in which
you are all tied up with me and | am tied up withi,yand we are all
tied up together in the One mind. That Consciogstines; is in you is
brought into operation by the absolute purity abulght of the
individual who sends forth that word.

That is why Jesus said, “that at this momentshvedl.” SoGod

There is nothing strange in the sayings of the évigstyou now
| hope. It is because of your love that he himadify was crucified for
your sake loves you and because the Father lovd®yaas appeared to
you to assure you of eternal Life. “The Life tra@ised me from the
dead will raise you,That is what he said clearly, “the Life that raised
me from the dead will raise you.”

And here is the Completeness. You can find tmisdEL ife within
yourselves. You do not have to look to the crossdidcternal Life, you
have to look within because you cannot find itidetgourselves.

One experiment | was put to was in my trainirey, $aid, “now try
and imagine yourself dead and keep on imaginingsgtbulead.” And

And | found it was not true, that death could nasteat all. Anybody
can try that experiment if they would to try itd@nough. But most people
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are so impatient, they are so filled with the thititat are external. Their
minds are so filled with the false things that maathing, the things that
do not matter. And they cannot even for a few mizeeater into that
peace and quiet within themselves to find the Bpigt that is Eternal
and Ever-Present.

IS it not in this hour that you have expressed jmte for all,
realizing the Presence which is Love? Thereforeayelblessed. Many
are called but few are chosen.

The things that you have seen and heard are raalesithey are
the result of your love and help. Some of you Isa@en his face, some
of youhave seen the light and some of you have heard andibells
accompanyingpis presence.

But he assures us that his Life which is Godss isiinusand with
us always. Whatever we askbwing” this to be true it shall be done unto
us.Because we recognise that there is no separatiateMgr we ask “knowing”
that there can be no separation.

Not since his sojourn on earth have the Scriph#es interpreted
as they are to you now this is because of hismessthin us. His love,
his wisdom is with us here now, because we havewas/thing else
aside but that which in Itself is Reality, the LafeChrist for you and
me which is God’s unadulteratéde andLove.

In this then is the secret of happiness and inimgpelse. Try and
find your happiness in anything else and you ind that it is empty.

Verses 22-24, “Lord,” said Judas (not Judas t=afhy is it
that you are to appear to us; and not to the wbilekus answered
“if anyone loves me he will obey my word, and mthEawill love him,
and we will come to him and take up our abode hitth He who does
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not love me does not obey my word; and what yourneasay is not
my word but the word of the Father who sent me.

Surely these words in themselves convince yoheoftuth.
You are the disciples of the Christ of God becguseknow that there
can be no separation between you. Because yowi@vanother as
| love you. If you do not love one another thencamube no disciples of
the Christ, that is his command. His command iieqlsr clear, “I give
you a new command to love one another as | hasd Ymu, you are to
love one another, and by your love for one angtbershall be known as
my disciples.” Look into your minds now beforesitages you and see if
you do. Is there any criticism there. You canritig® and love at the same
time. If you Love criticism disappears. Have yar been really in love,
even in the personal sense? A few of you perhagddud | think very
few of you really have. Because when you haveetiat, in the personal
sense, all sense of criticism, all sense of amyttisappears except that
you love. That is the Love of God, that is the ilov@iman nature. But
there is a greater love than that, the Love of €Ehvhich is beyond the
capacity of the human mind to understand.

The fulfilment of the act on the cross, the camglamination of
the self upon the cross, was the proof of the ab@rist. The giving up
of everything yet retain everythitigs indeed a wonderful thing that such
a band of silent workers like yourselves are banogether like the
disciples of old to help mankind to see the Light.

But you are always thinking in terms of the pést1 are always
thinking in the terms of the disciples of long ddink now in the terms of
the present this very moment! Because the presaitays present and
there is no other time. The Presence is presentanolino other time.
When you are thinking of the past you are thinkingeas, memories,
what you have read that convince you of the ttuthtine very moment
that you have to realise and not the things op#st nor of the future.

The idea of reality is not Reality. If you are conhsciously aware of all
the movements in your mind, if you are not conslyi@ware of your
reaction to things external to yourselves, youlwlcaught up in them
continuously.

But if you are aware of your reactions to condiicexternal
to yourselves, you will not be conditioning yoursslbecause you
can free yourself because of the Truth. And théhTsuthis: that it
cannot be conditioned in any way whatsoever. lené&as been
conditioned and never will.

It ihe result of a belief of
another individual. It is not the result of youmking, because if you
had the capacity to think clearly, you will discatithese beliefs and
allow Completeness and Wholeness to manifest itself

For instance, if you have a belief which you fed limitation
based on fear, you seek another belief which yok firees you from
such limitation and fear. But you have only sulnsti one prison for
another, you are still not thinking, discerningttivhich is false.

This was the lasieniesrs did before his
crucifixion, which was to undo the harm done byribensiderate zeal of
his disciple.

Jesus then said to the Chief Priests, the Cajatathe Temple
and the Elders, “have you sallied forth to seizdikeea robber with
swords and cudgels? Day after day | was besidanytbe Temple and
you never stretched a hand against me. But fasiishour.” This is your
hour, meaning the hour allowed by GBdcause Jesus had to fulfil this
mission he had to complete the whole tifingMark 14: 49,) “However
it is to let the Scriptures be fulfilled.”
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In Mark 14: 50*, “and they all forsook him when was about
to submit.The disciples thought and they thought, ‘now wiesed the
Christ using his Power, he will scatter them.’ Bessus did not use that
Power. He submitted®ut two, Peter and John, recovered themselves
and followed at a safe distance.”

Remember the words; ‘at a safe distance.’ Theywfetl him, not
exactly behind his heels, but at a safe distandeeVry disciple
do that?

John 18: 15, “and Simon Peter followed Jesus @wiitisanother
disciple: that disciple was known to the high gridghis was John.

The high priest questioned Jesus about his déscgahd his
teachings. Jesus answered, “I have spoken opethig torld. | have
always taught in the Synagogue and in the Tenpde:d said nothing in
secret. Why ask me? Ask my hearers what | havéosheim. They know
what | have said.”

Andas he said this, one of the attendants who sfogaMe him a
blow saying, “is that how you answer the high {#iedust imagine the
high priest who is steeped in idolatry and hereahast, the Wisdom and
Truth of God.“If | have said anything wrong,” replied Jesusp\e it. If
| have said what is true why strike me?”

Is it not the same today. Look around in the wtarthy. If you
speak the Truth someone is sure to slap you davak. &t poor old
Galileo when he said, “the world is round and ifeit'f The fathers of the
church put him in prison and made him recant kiestent. “If | said
anything wrong,” replied Jesus, “prove it.” Thattise thing that must be
in the world, “prove it!"” Not condemn, but proveAnd, “if | said what is
true, why strike me?”

This is so clear a statement of the Master.ttve said anything
wrong prove it. If | have said what is true, wihiketme.” Let us apply
this to our present time and see how it repeatt isiily.

Petat het reached yet that
state of Consciousness that would enable him tbaioali conditions
external to himself and still stand firm and tragply the same things
to yourselves.

These lessons are not only for the disciplesdyugdch and
everyone of us. Are we not his disciples too?

And they all left him when he gave himself up. Ptwo
of his disciples came on behind at a safe dist&teter denied him
three times. The trial came to Peter when he wapnepared for
it. When the cock crowed Peter called to mind vilatMaster had
said and he wept bitterly. This is human naturejdmunature must
be fortified by the Christ within to withstand atmal expected or
unexpected.

Human nature cannot stand those trials alone. Thest@nly can
stand the trials that come upon the individual etgekor unexpected.

Most people act unconsciously, that is, they &biowt the true
element of thought. The action of thought is dyoaanid many who have
developed concentration find themselves in grddfievlties than before.
The reason is that although people may acquirartiué concentration
they still do not understand the action of thougintdo they think with
understanding, so they fear thewnthoughts.

So when they fear their own thoughts, they createemselves
just what they fear. Fear becomes the active lgdimthat produces
a lot of conditions that would otherwise be remdwednderstanding.

And it is that we act unconsciously because weaarght up in
the things external to ourselves. We are caught apr thoughts, our
emotions, our beliefs and being caught up in theme we think and
act unconsciously. We say things that we belielse toue when they
are not true at all. We fill our minds with en\éesgl jealousies because we
are caught up in our beliefs. We are caught uparself and the self is the
cause of all these things. We must recognise Indnaeff is. The self: is a
bundle of wants, a bundle of hates, a bundle sfgolpundle of desires, a
bundle of emotions. The self is caught up in agaaonsequently it goes
away from Reality.

If you crave for anything, even for Spiritual kiesge or crave
for material things, the craving is the same tlegause it is craving.
It takes you away from Being, because Beingus The Ever-present
Life is the Living Life that is Eternal and hasbemginning and will have
no ending.

If you know wioair belief is
and how it comes about then it will not affect Yaui.if you are all caught
up in your beliefs, you are sure to have rows i another, because
you will only quarrel over your belief, you willtruarrel over the Truth.

So we see then, that thought itself is a greaepddut even as
people practice concentration and are able to aatnate their thought,
but if they do not understand how thought comesitadiad they do
not understand themselves then they will credititiies in themselves.

When we understand the action of thought we becovaee, so
we put upon the power of thought a greater valuegard to the kind of
thoughts we think. If we are ignorant of the lavtholught we place litle
or no value upoour thoughts and when affected by the result of thina
we naturally rebel against the conditions andliprabability place the
cause at every other source except the rightluaiias ourselveOnly
through true discernment of the cause does thetafisappear.

If you can discern your own thoughts, your emqtyms thought-
feeling reactions and the cause of them they viauldnger trouble you
because they will just dissolve away. But if yaucaught up in your
thought-feeling and your reactions, then you craatisturbance in the
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mind. The mind is caught up in these things andatigtyou either rebel
against them or try to deny them. But rebellingenying them does not
affect the cure. The cure lies in becoming away@of own thought-
feelings and reactions and the cause behind théxat. i\t that makes you
react in such a way? What is it that gives youdtiesught-feelings?

Life Itself is Perfect in Itself.

Life Itself and your Realisation of Life as thalRe but you cannot
realise this Reality until such time as you dises#rything that is relative
that is preventing this Reality from manifestingaar life. The time comes
when you realise this Life as the totality oftailgys and where there is no
reaction, then you become free. Free here juseths/au will be free after
you leave the physical body. Because it is the €amsciousness that is
working in the deeper strata’s of the SubstantkeoUniverse as it is
working now through your physical consciousnesse i$ino other source of
Power because it is the Infinite expressing Hintbelfinfinite Life. Life
alone has Consciousness. God being Infinite inentiiere can be nothing
outside Him. If there was anything outside Him,aadi | existed outside
Him—He could not be Infinite. And if He did nosexi me and you He
could not be Infinite either because there woulddseewhere where He
was not and that would defy Infinity.

Rebelling against these effeatsienying thenwe only increase their
intensity without gaining any understanding ceftéline greatest battle today
Is individual against individual, comparing, condém, denying, accusing,
jealousy, envy, hatred, all this is but a battkhivithe individual. Yet in
every group, every individual there is a “concepiml Reality,an idea of
Reality whichthey call GodBut this idea of Reality is not God because
God is neither an idea or a conception, or a beBd is the Living
Expression now in me and you. | only know God lsedaam alive and
living. | only know God in you because you are als@ and living. A
belief does not interest me in the slightest becawerybodys quarrelling
over their beliefs. The Hindus, Mohammedans, thisti@hs and all the
rest of them are having a fight over their beligt.it is the same God
manifesting in each and everyone of us, we pase#yeal thing and
we are caught up in our own beliefs.

You believe something a person tells you, yoceaght up in your
own belief. Dont you see what a fool you are. Ialiately you realise
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what you are doing then you will no longer be caughn what anybody
tells you. What their belief may be is not for ybet is a belief. If you
cannot think for yourselves then you will nevenirbe Truth.

So you see what happens. They have a conceptios Beality
they call Gocand all their energies, their prayers, directedtids\this Reality
(their God) is dissipatett.is hypocritical and of little or no value.

So if you pray to a God outside yourselves theragopraying to
an illusion. Anything that ever happened to yowin life, if you believed
In any outside agency, it is of no value to yousdaser. Because the only
Living Power is centred in yourselves.

Look at the world today, instead of individualtpimg each other
they become barriers to each other, because nopé: ple not approach
Reality with affection, but only as a means ofrggetiomething for them-
selves. The principle of “Love your neighbour agrgelf’ does not enter
in, only the self must be satisfied. This is tmeréhat causes all the strife
and misery in the world. WWe worship Christ as ahbdt in his footsteps
we never trod.

So, we do not approach this Reality with affectiasmapproach
Him with rivalry. We try to con the Infinite for ioown good, irrespective
of the other individual, not knowing that the otimehividual is just as
much Infinity as you are.

Only when we recognise these words, “love yowghioeiur as
yourself,” can you only apply the Law that enalyies and everyone to
live successfully.

If you look into your minds you will see that yare not approaching
Reality with affection but with “want”, you wouiité to comer everything for
yourself, and this is the teaching that is ramipalaly. A teaching in which
opposites exist, but with opposites there is nenstaihding. Most people
indulge in petitionary prayers which cultivate ggiies, strengthen separation
and duality.

So if your mind is full of opposites; health, diEth, success, failure,
good and evil, God and the devil, you are caugit tme illusion of your
mind in the opposites and you never know the Trih. Truth is not
relative, these are relative terms. They are yeldiiecause they belong to
your own mind. You created them in your own niay, &re but ideas.
But the Truth is not an idea or a belief or a séinsa“l am the Truth.
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| am the Life.” Not until such time as you can &t with conviction,
understanding all that is relative, all that is matth, can Truth be of any
value to you.

Your answer may be according to your demand il mot be
Real. The answer to a desire is the desire Itsdiifis there is no Reality.
When you ask out of greed, out of fear, out of wantwill have an
answer according to the thought-desire. Jesud tamsgtiisciples how to
pray. “Believe you have received and you shall lidleerefore to
indulge in prayer without self-knowledge, withoaderstanding, will
result in the negative.

That is why nobodys prayers seemed to be ansaieatidAs they
come very often and say, “I pray to God, but | néase an answer.”
| know why you never have an answer because yaorrentrated in
your trouble. You are living in your mind. If yaauld only realise the fact
that God is Life and you are Life. And in Divinent¥ithere is no error,
there is no reaction. Divine Mind is Eternal andlf@et and Ever-present.

(But Jesus after his crucifixion appeared to Pilatddovshat he
still lived, but thiscomes in another padf the story.)

Pilate went out to the Jews again and said to, thdimd in him
no fault,” this was an acknowledgmenhigthelplessness. The Jews were
now more fierce in their sayings against him, “kiteed up the people,
teaching throughout the Jewry, beginning from €alib this place.”

Jesus interfered with their narrow bigoted belistsir creeds, their
dogmas. If your religion is just a belief, a batiafiot Reality. So here was
showing what Reality was, interfering with theirnpsd beliefs, caught up
in tradition and rot.

When Pilate heard of Galilee he asked whethenthis was a
Galilean. And as soon as he knew that he beloadéeldd's jurisdiction
he sent him to Herod who was at this time in Jéemsa

So Pilate wanted to wash his hands of it. “l wargét rid of this
man.” So knowing that he was a Galilean he sendnio Herod.
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When Herod saw Jesus he was exceedingly gladsbdeauhad
heard many things of him and he hoped to have saraele done by
him. Then Herod questioned Jesus but Jesus daehsater Herod
because he was not in earnestrdd was not in earnest, he did not want
the Truth, he wanted to see something—a miradlevinad please him.
And are not people just the same, they want ta saieacle that would
please them. But a miracle does not give themse se#riReality. Then
Herod questioned Jesus but Jesus did not answed lHecause he was
not in earnest.The chief priests and scribes stood byfiencklyaccused
Jesus, Herod was annoyed because Jesus wouldwet bim, so with
his men of war they set him at nought and mockedamayed him in a
purple robe and sent him back to Pildike(purple robe, they unconsciously
put upon him the highest degree, this is the hightastion of colour
visible on the physical ey@hat day Pilate and Herod were made friends
for before there was enmity between them.

Here was then two men at enmity but even the supwtJesus
made them friends.

Then Pilate called together the chief priestsralets and said to
them, “you have brought this man as inciter tdli@bamong the people.
| have examined him before you and have foundngptiiminal about
him for all your accusations against him. No, @ariHerod. This man has
done nothing that calls for death, so | shall seléam with a whipping.”

Pilate tried to satisfy the malice of the chigggtis by offering to
scourge Jesus and release him, and Pilate catteel anowd as well as
their leaders hopinipemto get a more favourable audience. For he knew
quite well that Jesus was deliveredoyghenbecause of their envy of
him.

We can see Pilate trying his utmost to get rithisfrnan. He was
not concerned really with the life of Jesus, he eusEerned more with
himself.

But Jesus knew clearly and distinctly what hetbagb through so
that all would know the Truth of the Everlastinig Li

Then Pilate took Jesus and had him scourgedeasdidiers twisted
some thorns into a crown and put it on his hdae ¢rown of thorns
representing the mental agony that man goes thrbafgite he reaches
that stage of Christendom within himpgsti they twisted some thorns
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into a crown and put it on his headd arraigned him in a purple robe.
Pilate went forth again and said, “behold, | bhing forth that you may
know | find no fault in him.” Then Jesus came favtkaring the crown of
thorns and the purple robe. Pilate marched uprt@hd called out, “haill,
King of the Jews.”

This indignity did not alter the Truth that was. iNgither could it
alter the Christ within. “My realm is not of thisowd.”

When you realise this Truth too you will see thaidbnsciousness
IS caught up in reactions to the things surroundi@gphysical, then that
Is the world in which you live. But if your conssoess is aware of a
deeper significance having its roots in the Irditomplete and Perfect
Being, then you will say, “my realm is of anotherld; | am not of this
world.”

When high priests and officers saw him they aniatl “crucify
him, crucify him! Pilate said, “take him and crydifim yourselves,
| find nothing wrong with him.” They answered batke have a law
and by our law he is bound to die because he hies mmaself out to be
God's son.”

Here is the ignorance of the Truth of the people avb steeped in
idolatry, in belief, in worship of something extéito themselves.

But Jesus knew that he was Gods son. Just asgoiknow that
we are Gods sons and daughters.

Now, when Pilate heard this he was still moreichfsad went
inside and said to Jesus, “where do you come fram?Jesus made no
reply.

So
you are less guilty than he who betrayed me td jidis made Pilate
anxious to release him. But the chief priests dfiwbrs again yelled,
“if you release him you are no friend of Caesar'sg;one who makes
himself a king is against Caesar.”

Again you see the ignorance of the Truth. Herethieaking of the
Kingdom within. Caesar was the world that was caughBarabbas,
In separation, in destruction.
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And it is the same world today as it was 2000syago but it has
become more subtle in its nature, more destruntiie subtleness, more
ignorant because of its diabolical philosophiesrdgubtle because of its
psychological instincts. More subtle because tip@sifes seem more
dominant. More subtle because of the many religioatsexist. More
subtle because man is ignorant of the Truth. Whares intelligence has
advanced his Spiritual understanding has stookd stilless Spiritual
understanding marches along with the advancemenas intelligence
then man shall destroy himselff.

It was this that Jesus came to show. And if dtieyvfin his footsteps
the world would be free today. What do we see?

On hearing this Pilate again sat him on the judgseat in a place
called the mosaic pavement. This was on the dpgepération for the
Passover, about noon. “There is your King,” he aildem, then they
yelled, “off with him! Crucify him, crucify him!” ‘Crucify your king,”
repliedPilate. The high priests retorted, “we have no kimgCaesar.”
Another stupid ignorant thing to say.

When Pilate saw that instead of doing any goddtavas
rising he took water and washed his hands in #sepce of the crowd.
“l am innocent of this good man'’s blood. It is yaifair.”

To this all the people replied, “his blood be @namd on our
children.” (These words were the most diabolical words thelgl emier
speak. Brought upon themselves the very thingiditkethat was spoken
became a rod for their backs. Not until they camrtbd Truth of the true
Understanding of the Living Christ that dwells wery Living soul, and
that the things of the world mean nothing. AndlLifi@tvhich is Life alone
Is of any value, then we have true values weagillisat we will rise out of
those conditions, and we will love our neighboupaselves. Only by
loving our neighbours as ourselves will Peace ctantiee world. Then
he released Barabbas and had Jesus scourgedagamas the second
time Jesus was scourged as a prelude to his»eacifihen he handed
Jesus over to be crucified.

The soldiers took him into the common hall andtigetregiment
around him, they stripped him and put on a scabletand put a crown of
thorns on his head, and a reed in his right hamely Howed the knee
before him and mocked him saying, “hail, King & flews.” They spat
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on his face and made fun of him, then they tookdbe off him and put
on his own clothes and took him off to be crucibadCalvary.

IS not a name nor an idea in mind for this is retanevertheless It
must be realized as that which in Itself is evenghncluding you
and me. If we speak about this Living Essence wealy thinking
about It, in the relative, we cannot think abouhsthing that we do
not know what It is, yet we know that It is.

If you are really concerned in finding this Reallt will be
found in the stillness of your own Being when minas ceased to
think, then comes the realization of that whiclvesgond mind that
which is the core of the mind-heart, that whichalcan think and
feel. Therefore Reality is not a thought, It is aoything that can
be observed by the self for It is beyond self tgetself comes into
being through It and by It.

Life-Reality exists eternally whether in a cor@breody or in
any other form. This Being must exist in all formisether Angelic,
mental or physical for there is no other sourcBeihg.

It is the Ego-self that prevents the Life Redlityn expressing
ltself freely through you. It is always the “I” thstands in the way.
Only when the “I” knows Itself does it give way thie Reality which
Is behind it.

The Ego-self surrounds itself with all sorts afigs and becomes
dependent upon them, therefore putting dependgarethings that
are temporary and transient.

It is the Ego-self that prevents the translatioReality, because
it has not yet realized Reality and Its Eternaliratls it not so, that
most people try to corner the Infinite Being foeittown welfare?
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Thus they become antagonistic to others, and ohinvihere is
affection towards Reality is there friendship fonge who are also
approaching Reality, no matter from what direction.

It is opening up inwardly so that Life, that ig thver-present
Reality, becomes a Reality to you. This is not lagktowards
something that is external to the self but findimeyself in that Reality
which is behind every other self.

In my last talk to you | tried to show you thaydu examine
your mind deeply you will see that you are seelaglity separately,
and individually, as separate entities, each elimpeach other out. Is
this not the cause of the contradictory spiritha tvorld today?
It is this that sets up antagonisms between relgygroups and
individuals who are all approaching the same Rediistead of
affection for all who are trying to realize and @eh Reality there is
rivalry.

Therefore to understand, to reach out to Retiltye must be
affection not possession or competition as to wkmuinderstand or who
Is to understand less. Reality must become thendobfiactor and not
the individual.

Take the nations of the world who have corneradbvpooducts
for themselves, whether it is gold, silver or irbatter or wool,
they will find that the law of distribution is theource of' Life.
Therefore these nations must begin to give away thieg cornered
to exist themselves, without equilateral distrdsutivorld economy will
eventually break down. If one unit is solvent wiile other is insolvent
then chaos must reign.

Reality is Love and to love your neighbour as gelirthen
you must act. For only action counts, talking albdbes not help.
Jesus says it is the acting on the word that cowitthe listening
to the word.

Reality is the Spring of Living Water which isret@ in all of us
and it is the outward flow of this Living Water aur daily conduct
that leads to happiness. Therefore this Realityt esome a living
tangible enthusiastic realization of Itself in\aty in conduct. In this
way you will not lose yourselves in theories, ffel@ philosophies but
you are all the time highly concentrated on tréinglgour understanding
into daily action, into daily conduct.
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So your conduct does not need the backing ohlytigmplicated
philosophy or a ritual to which you have to confofimue living is
self-realized through affection and understandimgj @ot based
upon any philosophy or religion. Hence your livieghe translation
of that which in Itself is complete, where thes@o separation no
antagonism.

Jesus said to his disciples, in other words, yostihove one
another for with your love for one another you Wé known as my
disciples. You are not judged by your philosophy mpyour belief
but by the manner in which you treat others, thamaa of your
friendship and love for each other. If you arerigvand kind to all,
antagonistic to none, then you are translatingifgeaio action.

Nearly all the prayers that are made today are hypocritical
because they only ask a blessing upon a sectmppasition to another
section, or the safety of one system against ansffstem, or the
success of their arms against the arms of andthezal words it
means a prayer to destroy and not to create. NalityReannot take
sides against any group or nation or people beBaadgy is everywhere
In every nation and group.

The Presence of God is the only Reality in ereinyd being no
maitter whether he be a Jew, a Christian, a MohaamacHindus, a
Chinamen, an American, British or Dutch or any otiagionality,
Reality cannot be antagonistic to Itself in anyugror individual, nor
can It take action against another no matter wé iy be. It is all
iIn man’s mind where there is a deplorable lackrnofenstanding, an
inward poverty. Even with your most intellectuailpsophy you
have only the shadow of Reality, not Reality ItsBkality has to
be realized by the self alone, free from any ploibdgy, religion
or any other form of worship. Reality is all-indkes and we must
approach it in this way.

Many terms are used to convey to man’s mind tea kof
Reality, terms such as Absolute, Infinite, Univiekdiad, God, Divine
Mind, Essence, Life, etc. etc. these are oftereautshg. But if you
are conscious of the Whole, the oneness of ewgythen these terms
can be understood when speaking in-relative tefraghat you are
inwardly conscious of.
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The manifestation is never separate from the umfas for
they are One. That which is seen is never sedavatethe unseen.
That is why Jesus knew that he and the Father evereHe knew
that he could never be separated from the un-nstede/Nhole
which was the Eternal Presence, unseen yet therealiyy.

When we begin to understand the Master we gdtex bader-
standing of Reality in action through the Maniftésta Therefore we
get a better understanding of ourselves and Redtigh is behind
and within us.

all that can be touched, seen and handled or sealddiat can
be comprehended and all that which is beyond conemson.

All is both manifest and un-manifest and thermisglivision, no
separation. It was this that Jesus was conveyihig tdisciples when he
said, “when you have seen me you have seen therFath

The manifestation can be comprehended by the mind
un-manifested cannot be comprehended. Yet batineiand the same in
which there is no vision or separation. With tmslerstanding you
will become “aware” of Reality, not in the relatigense in which
we understand things in the sense of Its PresenadReality that
Is the foundation of our Being and everything elszated.

It is this awareness that the Master had in neglthe Ineffable,
the Indescribable Pure Being that remains witlsroWn creation,
yet always transcending it. It is this Reality that must approach
with affection, and as we realise it more and nsoreo we translate
Reality into our daily actions. For It ikis that is behind our own
thought-feeling.

These words of mine are relative in trying to explthe
unexplainable, but it is the only way we have eaidhg the mind of
all that hinders Its true expression.

“and they took the thirty pieces of silver, thecprof him that was
valued, whom they the children of Israel, did nalue and gave
them for the potter’s field as the Lord appointeel nThe words
are actually from Zech. 11: 13. This was no douslimby those
who recorded the saying of the prophet from memorgome
ancient versions the substitution of Jeremiah fechariah is a
copyist’s error. Nevertheless the prophecy is lfalii

None of the traditional stations of the Cross leswthe
condemnation and the arrival at Calvary are meptioexcept
these two—the carrying of the Cross by Simon arcdatldress to
the weeping woman of Jerusalem. But in the ang@sion it states
that Jesus took farewell of his mother and thdehanore than
once from the loss of blood. It is also mentioniealt the mob
stoned him and spat on his face, and a man of @l $orth
and said to the crowd, “Isaiah said, ‘He shall haded for our
transgressions and by his stripes we shall be th&ale

Beside the city’s gate lay the cross of Barabibdstlae mob
cried out, “let him be crucified on Barabbas’ crdd$he Ronan
soldiers lifted Jesus from the ground and callednuimon a
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Cyrenian to bear the Cross for Jesus for he wasgeak from loss
of blood from his wounds and bruises and Simonechthe Cross,
following in the footsteps of the Master.

There was a great company of people followingaad, many
wept and beat their breasts and lamented, but tigsasl to them
and said, “Daughters of Jerusalem, weep not fdsutor yourselves
and for your children for there are days coming mwitie cry will
be, blessed are the barren, the wombs that haws hewne, the
breasts that have never suckled. Then will the lgesqoy to the
mountains, “fall on us,” and to the hills, “coves.’'UFor if this is
what they do when the wood is green, what will tdeywhen the
wood is dry?” Meaning that if an innocent man kesated like
this, how would others be treated.

The two criminals, who were to be executed by rae#Hn
the cross were also led out with Jesus, to befedat the place
called the Skull. The two criminals were boundHe tross but
they laid Jesus on the Cross and nailed his hamti$est to it,
they then lifted it up into the pit dug for it atftey offered him
a drink of wine mixed with myrrh, but he refused.

On the right of him and on the left of him hung tfwo
malefactors, then Jesus looked to the right anékthand cried out,
“Father, forgive them, they do not know what they doing.”

Pilate had written a title which was put on thesSrof Jesus,
“Jesus of Nazareth, King of the Jews.” This titlasmwritten in
Hebrew, Greek and Latin. The chief priests wereyaagd said to
Pilate, “do not write ‘King of the Jews;’ write,élsaid, | am the King
of the Jews.” Pilate replied, “what | have writtehave written.”

Those who passed by scoffed at Jesus, noddinignainh
derision and crying, “you were to destroy the tezvgohd build it
in three days.” “Save yourself if you are God’s some down
from the Cross.” So too the high priests made fumra with the
scribes and elders of the people, “he saved cthikey, said, “but
he cannot save himself, he the King of Israel' hist come down
from the Cross then we will believe in him. Hisgris in God:
Let Him deliver him now if he comes from Him. Hadsae was
the Son of God!”
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The Jewish guards and Roman soldiers also moakedhe
of the thieves on the cross also joined in the mglsaying, “are
you not the Christ? Save us and yourself as welit'the other
checked him saying, “have you no fear even of Godare suffering
the same punishment as he and we suffer justlgrevgetting what
we deserve for our deed but he has done no hamd’ha turned to
Jesus and said, “do not forget me when you comssggia.” “1 tell you
truly,” said Jesus, “You will be in paradise witle iinis very day.”

Now beside the Cross stood Mary his mother anthbtker’s
sister, Mary the wife of Clopas, and Mary of Magglab when Jesus
saw his mother and his favourite disciple stande he said to his
mother, “woman, there is your son.” Then he saithéodisciple,
“and there is your mother” and from that hour tiecighle took
her to his home.

After that Jesus knew that everything was novsfied and
fulfilled. To fulfil the Scriptures he said, “| athirsty,” a jug of vinegar
was lying there so they put a sponge full of vimeaa spear and
held it to his lips and when Jesus took the vindgasaid, “it is
finished” bowed his head and gave up his Spird, @nhe did so he
cried in a loud voice, “Father, | trust my spintThy hands.”

When the army captain saw what happened he glbiiiod
saying, “this man was truly innocent.” When thewamcsaw what
had happened they also turned away beating tlezistsrlamenting,
knowing well that an innocent man died for the Tirut

The soldiers cast lots for his clothes, his vestuas made
without a seam, woven from the tip to the bottorodighout, that
the Scriptures be fulfilled which says, “they pdrtay raiment
among them and for my vesture they did cast lots.”

The great significance attached to the robbepsao Jesus is
that he was granted more than he expected, hisrprag answered
today “with me” with the Christ in his glory.

The stages of the Cross are also significantdodesus first
prays for his enemies, forgive them for they knaat what they
do. He pardons those who believe in him “The Chits¢ robber is
given the sanctity of the Christ's benedictionytihe cares for his
own nearest and dearest.
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At the moment Jesus passed from the physicakt&iritual
the veil of the temple was rent from top to bottdims was the veil
that partitioned off the most holy places in thenjpée and it is said
this accounted for the conversion of many prid$te. earth quivered
and shook, the sun’s face was darkened by theseclibe people
hurried away from Calvary and the priests, scriémes Pharisees
were filled with fear, they sought cover in thgtnagogues and
homes and said, “behold the wrath of God.” The Rosw@diers
who watched the body of Jesus exclaimed, “thig tnas the Son
of God!”

John 19: 31-42, “as it was the day of Preparatioonyder
to prevent the bodies remaining on the cross dtiagabbath (for
that sabbath-day was a great day), the Jews aghtdt® have the
legs broken and the bodies removed. (32) so tleesowent and
broke the legs of the first man and of the othem miho had been
crucified along with him; (33) but when they camelésus and saw
he was dead already, they did not break his 1843;dnly, one of
the soldiers pricked his side with a lance, andcaute blood and
water in a moment. (35) He who saw it has borneass (his witness
is true; God knows he is telling the truth), thatiymay believe.
(36) For this took place that the scripture migatflfilled, not
a bone of him will be broken. (37) And anotherscrie also says,
They shall look on him whom they impaled.”

Here the Blood is the symbol of natural Life $med, and the
water is the symbol of Spiritual Life everlasting.

“(38) After this, Joseph of Arimathaea, a disciqfldesus but a
secret disciple—for fear of the Jews—asked Pilatgérmission
to remove the body of Jesus, (39) And Pilate alibiwe. So he went
and removed the body, accompanied by Nicodemust{bdnad first
come to Jesus by night) who brought a mixture aftmgnd aloes,
about a hundred pounds of it; (40) they took anabyed up the
body of Jesus in the spices and in bandages, aardocdthe Jewish
custom of burial, (41) Now at the spot where helteeh crucified
there was an orchard, and in the orchard a new tamaipe no one
had yet been laid; (42) so they put Jesus thebbejng the Jewish
day of Preparation, since the tomb was close by.”
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Matthew 27: 62-66; next day (that is, on the digrahe
Preparation) the high priests and Pharisees gdtheund Pilate
and said, (63) “We remember, sir, that when thgostor was alive,
he said, ‘I will rise after three days.’ (64) Nowen, give orders for
the tomb to be kept secure till the third day,asechis disciples go
and steal him and then tell the people, ‘He has fiom the dead.’
The end of the fraud will then be worse than tlggioeng of it.” (65)
Pilate said to them, “take a guard of soldiersargghmake it as secure
as you can,” So off they went and made the tomiwsday putting
a seal on the boulder and setting the guard.

This was the Truth that Jesus knew. It was bythimglerful Power
of the Divine Presence manifesting in and through that he was the
man who the world has looked upon as a guiding fathumanity.

We note that Life is an invisible thing. e nbé electricity is
the invisible power in the dynamo. We see the dgnaorking,
driving machinery but there is the invisible powt is doing it.
The dynamo is dead when that invisible power iched on. Life
Is that same invisible Power in mankind. And adogrtb the quality
of mind of realisation so does this invisible IRf@wer, work through
that mind.

Therefore we see, that Jesus was the completetiadn, where
this Life was manifesting through in its totaliynd when he said,
“it is s0,” it would be so. So we see that he wasdxpression of this
Life as an example to all mankind. Because we hewer seen that

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Life, just we have never seen electricity, althowghsee the dynamo
in action. And although we see man in action yedoweot know what
this invisible Power is, we only know that It is.

But seeing Jesus at work and listening to his sjonge see
clearly, that he was the expression of that Lifefankind. “When
you have seen me, you have seen the Father.” Asd thords also,
“what | see my Father do, | do likewise.”

If you can comprehend this you will get beyond yoind
into a state where you realise that that sameth#ewas in Jesus—is
in you. Because there cannot be two Lives, therewly be One Life.
And that Life is Eternal and Ever-present. In tRiognition, you see
Clearly, it is the awareness of this Truth thatidemthe Life to manifest
through the individual who is aware.

This takes away all struggle which is frustratighfear which
IS separation and chaos, removes that inward gayat makes for
craving and unhappiness.

Yes we may be rich outside but we maybe inwardlyAsod no
matter what we accumulate we will still have thetard poverty. We will
still crave for something that can never fill thaicuum. It cannot be
filled from outside, it can only be filled with theuth.

Where there is inward poverty there is cravingoizer up with
external things which never satisfies craving.Udtitthis constant struggle is
understood can there be peace, and only whendtiper@ce can the Real
be realized and inward poverty be removed.

Inward peace. Have you ever thought about it? ehaften.
And what is it that gives you inward peace? Ceftatris not things
that come from the outside because these thingdnaags agitating you.
You are either craving for them or you are amltifmr them or you are
jealous for them or you are fearful for them. The@ways a craving
that is never fulfilled.

Inward peace comes from that realisation that Re#dbelf
is all and there is nothing but Reality. Thereaghing outside it, it
IS in everything. It is the Creative Power, ithait silent Power that
drives the dynamo that drives mankind through wewstanding.
That is the wonderful peace that there can be paragon anywhere.

Most people are chasing after “Truth” only to geinething
out of It, they crave and are never filled. Onlptigh the cessation of
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struggle does freedom come and with it comesiafistbecause God
Is all things and is ever-present now.

Is it not so the teaching today generally is that yise the
“Truth” to obtain everything you possibly can. | miaa house—I use
the “Truth” for that, | want a car—I will use theTtuth” for that, | want a
bicycle—I will use the “Truth” for that, | want thiand | want that and
you use the “Truth” for it. You only want the “Thiitbecause it enables
you to get something. But that is not “Truth” tiean illusion. You have
not got the Truth and there is no such thing aghlinuthose things at
all—that is desire. And your desire is fulfilled digsire but it is not
Truth.

There is much confusion today about the human,ntinnglis
obvious because it is the realm of opposites andveareness through
the senses is associated with the outer, theveslatirld, and reacts to
conditions of the personal environment which iseextly limitedand
often illusionary.Through it we take into consideration time and espac
events etc., we are influenced by them. Thus wieeares caught up
in the relative we are limited, and reason fromititkvidual or
relative point of view.

It is quite clear is it not when you are thinkilYgu must discern
how your thinking comes about. Is your thinkingrésilt of some
external thing? Is your thinking the result of s@n®tion, some external
reaction, something a person says or does? Sogelbout the world,
something about the conditions and circumstanceg@ur thinking then
arise from these conditions external to yourséifid so, then dont you
see that it becomes confusion.

But if your thinking is direct, that you becomeamnof how your
thinking arises and discern it, it will drop awagrh you. Then you will
see, that thinking purely comes from your own géousgess—I| am
Life. | am alive and Living, | am the only thingtttan think.

If | am caught up in these external things to rhy#idhk from the
bases of these things, therefore my thinkingisdhary. But if | know
myself and | know | am Life, then | can createghbwith understanding,
knowing that my word shall not return unto me \Jmitl accomplish
that which it was sent forth to do.

There is no use of saying, “my word shall accahhat which it
Is sent forth to do.” Because it never will, unlges understand, that
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there is no opposition to it. But if the mind ligdi with confusion and
is based upon the relative, then you will knowyibat word means nothing,
your prayers are illusionary, your thinking is clsat¥ou are only bringing
more misery upon yourself and others.

Think clearly, then these words of mine are tiliey make you
think deeply, contemplatively.

Fear, doubt, apprehension is caused by assumatgwslsee to
be a Reality instead of an effect. Effects can mewiarrass one who
knowsWhen the consciousness becomes aware of caality, RRere is
a perception that revealhatis false-untrue, or that which is only
revealed on the surface. With this understandieig tis a questioning
of that which is seen on the surface and this leadsflection and
discernment. It was this that the Master knew Wigeprayed for the
forgiveness of those who did not know what theyenaiwing.

They did not know what they were doing. They vaerght up
in this belief, that they were doing God a senbgekilling him,
because of their belief. And yet they were relgjipeople but they
would Kill their brother.

And we have the same thing today. Its not vegydgo since the
Spanish Inquisition. Where the Church allowed petapbe destroyed
and bumt at the stake and they were religious Ipeiop. Thats belief,
that’s religion.

But that is not the religion that the Master h@lde religion that
the Master had was, “love your neighbour as yofjiseid then you will
love God in a practical way.

(False) beliefs lead to separation and chaogya@amtams and
cruelty. And we see this in our every day llIfgzou conform to the
ideas and beliefs of others you imitate, imitaigonot understanding.
Therefore create much trouble for ourselves aneisth

Is it not so that beliefs bring trouble. We do auadrrel over the
Truth, we quarrel over our beliefs. Look at the difgdEast today, they
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are religious people, the Mohammedans. They watdtroy and
drive the Christians out of the country. They amuting their own
people who are Christians because they have tdroedthe Moslem
religion to the Christian religion. And they ardig@us people. They
have got religious leaders who are fanatics, tlaainot think, they are
as dead as this table. And there is many morestine $ this country
too and in every other country.

When you become a thinker you turn towards Readitich
develops a sense of perception to know that whiise and that which
Is true and by your reflection and questioning glisgolve away that
which is false. We would have no politicians ifkaiew the Truth, for the
Truth would set us free. We would have no diffedregeds, no economic
problems, no conformity to ideas of those who dounderstand.

But because we do not know the Truth we are eagbldit your
belief in death, you exploit it because of yourdbéh death. Your
belief in sacrifice, you exploit it because of yoelief in sacrifice. And
those who ask you to sacrifice, benefit from yaarifee, and then they
exploit you further.

Give by all means if you wantiteegBut do not be a
fool, a sucker, to be caught up in that sort oighBecause dont you see,
you are exploited every moment because of yowaflelihis thing
and you are caught up in it. Give by all meansdaunot give to get.
If you want to create, know your own creative poavel creativeness
is within you. Creativeness is not in tithing. @vesness is not in giving.
Creativeness is in knowing, understanding.

Ignorance is at its height when a person will $&ynubbish
because he cannot understand. It also showseéhairtt is full of fixed
ideas and there is nothing more ignorant than d tma is rigid. A clear
mind is one that is pliable, without pliability thecan be no understanding
or realization othe Truth, (because Truth) is always unfolding always
expanding the consciousness of man.

There is nothing more ignorant then, as you wid, g8 a
mind that is filled with rigid fixed ideas. And #lleir thoughts are
built up from those rigid ideas. It is only the ohithat is pliable, a
mind that is free, able to think clearly, to accaqd reject, at the same
time to be able to think clearly to the end.

Unless you can think clearly to the end of a proldhen you have
never thought the problem out. But the majorifyeaiple will not take the
time to think a problem to its end.

Therefore anything that is fixed in the mind isdmg and a prison
of one’s own making. To free oneself there mudtume discernment
of what is in the mindf you then discern that which your thoughts are
built from, whether it is circumstances, conditiomsenvironment,
or friends, or anything external to the self. lfigan discern how your
thoughts arise and what is the bases of your thotigim you will
begin to understand yourself. And you will beginnderstand your
ideas, your images and your beliefs. If you knoatwatbelief is, if
you discern what it is, then it will not affect y@will not bind you.

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Only through self-knowledge which leads to awareéshat which
Is beyond the self comes the calm undisturbed esa@mposure of
assurance that is not dependent.

In thestill Silence you become aware of the events of Life and
as you watch you become conscious of the iffoarbecome conscious
of that which is watching the outer taking pladeer€ is an awareness.
We become conscious of the inmbien the inner is understood the outer
becomes clear. The outer you will realise hasgmifisance of itself. The
inner must be able to stand alone and see thewitiaits cunning
deceitgo withstand its illusiveness, its deceptions, itsagtness in which
SO many are drowned.

So you must stand alone and clear and see the/eel@orld,
even your thoughts. Even your highest thoughts baudiscerned
as something that is external to that Self. Even fmughts of love,
your thoughts of peace and harmony, even the higjloeghts you can
ever think in your mind must be discerned alsbaisxhich is external to
inner self, that Itself stands alone and clear anthe Self that is in
every other self. That is the Father, that is tihea@/eness, that is the
Power and there is no other.

It is common to hear people rebel against theitamsl in the
world in which they live, but they have never thiaiLihat the cause of
these conditions arises from within themsefes.

So, they follow a particular belief and they Idok anything that
may confirm their belief. But if something arisesitcary to their belief
they reject it without question. So they squirmamggle without thinking,
and their ignorance still remains.

How many people do that today. Anything that roafrm their
belief that they read in a book, they will jumiit,tand instead of freeing
them it makes them further bound. It binds thethduand further.

Dont you see what | am driving at. You must disegerything
that is external to yourself. | said the highestitiit that is ever possible
to enter into your mind, you must discern it asetbimg that is un-real,
that is not a realty in itself, It is that whichashind thought. That which is
behind thought is the Creativeness. | have foumitbtbe true. | know.

| told you before | had passed through many sshbbhve taken
honours and degrees in various universities wiktreace to various

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philosophies and things like that. | have studieebatemn philosophy. | have
studied, as you know, ancient literature and was@sant with nearly all

the various religions in the world and | could talbout everything. My

mind was full of all those things.

And when | went to the Himalayas | met the Mawgtter came to
me to be my guide and director. And | thought htrilgpress him with
my knowledge. So | began to speak and tell hineafionderful things
about the universe. All these things were risingnupy mind, one
thing after another, and we talked for an hour. Atlebught now he will
know that | am a worldly student. He turned rounohe and said to me,
“my son it doesnt matter very much whether itug tor not does it?”
Now you could imagine how | was stripped of allitsions to be in
the heights of good feeling of ecstasy. That heigitstasy where you
feel that you have put yourself right on top ofitleeld, and then the
whole thing can be taken from you and you fall dfteymon your face.
Well it was the biggest lesson that | ever hadyrifa and it is the
lesson that everyone must learn too. All thesg#hmean nothing.

The story of the man, the great intellectual, pdmsed over. And as
he went over, he was welcomed by all the intebdsverywhere,
surrounding him, they thought him a great mantewimany books and
knew a great many things. A great scientist, grbabsopher, and so
forth. And after he passed through many stagesftan@nother he came
to a door.

And the ‘Shining One’ came to the door and hetediin, “What
IS it you want to know now?”

And this great philosopher and great scientist, saivant to know
God.”

“Well,” said the ‘Shining One,’ “Know nothing angou will know
God.”

He could not find it in his intellectualism. Haxabnot find it in
his thinking and his thoughts he could not firttiere. He could only
find it when he became as a little child and than shall enter into the
Kingdom of Heaven.

This brings me to the parable of the Kingdom chvém given
by the Master in Matthew 20: 1-16.
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“(1) For the Realm of heaven is like a householdar went
out early in the morning to hire labourers foriiseyard; (2) and
after agreeing with the labourers to pay themlingha day, he sent
them intothe vineyard. (3) Then, on going out at nine o’cldag,
noticed some other labourers standing in the mpl&ket doing
nothing; to them he said, (4) ‘you go into the yiael too, and
| will give you whatever wage is fair.’ (5) So thexent in. Going
out again at twelve o’clock and at three o’clook,did the same
thing.

(7) ‘Because mybbired us,’
they said. He told them, ‘you go into the vineyard.’

(8) When evening came the master of the vineyadits his
bailiff, ‘summon the labourers and pay them theges, beginning
with the last and going to the first.” (9) And whense who had been
hired about five o’clock came, they got a shillearch. (10) So when
the first labourers came up, they supposed theydvgmi more; but
they too got each their shilling. (11) And on getit they grumbled at
the householder. (12) ‘These last, they said,ehavy worked a single
hour, and yet you have ranked them equal to ushatie borne the
brunt of the day's work and the heat! (13) Themdmdied to them, ‘my
man, | am not wronging you. Did you not agree witihfor a shilling?
(14) Take what belongs to you and be off; | chtosgve this last man
the same as you. (15) Can | not do as | pleasavhihbelongs to me?
Have you a grudgagainst méoecause | am generous?’ (16) So shall
the last be first and the first be last.”

Now this is a very difficult parable to understdnd it is quite
simple when you understand the underlying TrutheMaster.

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Here we see in Jesus in his mind, he recogniseselfifirst of
all—the Son of Man and then he recognises himssl&San of God.
The Son of Man, you and I, have not come to bexHent to serve and to
give our life for the ransom of the many.

Here we see the truth that there can be no pensfinance,
no earthly regal or religious potentate can hayehamoured place,
the only qualification is Love and even those whagine that they
have an honoured place because they may be arkinguzen or a
bishop or a pope, these are but names man-madeewegearth;
but it is the quality of Love and unity not inteliehat is honoured in
heaven, where there is no distinctide(read where the Master tells
of the parable also where the poor man was sittipdhe roadside.
No one took any notice of him. The dogs came ekeldihis wounds
and so forth. So when he dies, of course passetodire other-side,
sees in his glory and he looks and sees the wangeadition that
he holds. And then he cries, “Oh send someone toretlgren on
earth and tell them the state that | am in.

So they were indignant because the Master woulgromise
them the right antiheleft places of honour.

Then he say#hatthe one who waits upon you, who serves, he
Is the greater, the servant of all. The Chrisiahsome to be served but
to serve, even to give his life for many. This degtsnean that he would
lose his life, but is able to take it up againftovg mankindheeternal
Life exists in man as it does in God. The FatheilLifa in Himself and
He grants the son to have the same Life in himself.

What we see in this relative world of ours israsible between
individuals, between classes, in social life, agtileen nations in
the glorious game of murder, a “righteous” warhviite best modern
appliances to slaughter people by the thousarttie iname of peace
and freedom.
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Therefore what prevents man today from “enteng rest”
Is the same cause that produced the same efftat irme of the
Master. “They could not enter in because of thelialief and they
limited the Holy One of Israel.” They could not@&mnih because they
could not see the Holy One was in all and wasrthefoundation for
peace and freedom. Unless this is understoodrsinifains.

We are still looking at conditions as the causauoimisery, when
all the time the cause is in our own mental atitiacthese conditions.
If we would only look to the First Cause, the QueaPower within,
that is beyond all Creation and acts independemtytonditions, we
will see that the Master is leading us into theetgidnding that we are
made in the image and likeness of God.

Man therefore can never separate himself fromniherent
Creative Power and for this reason the Master shsviise limitless
goodness of our Heavenly Fatliee ye Perfect as your Father in
Heaven is Perfect,as the model for our own use.

You will live in these ideas, you will be expragdhose ideas,
you will know nothing about Reality. Because whathave of Reality is
but an idea, at least Reality is not that. And wallive in separation
which is the most destructive conditioning of #ietxcause it creates
antagonisms—our destruction.

If your mind is confused with the differing contgpguch as
Buddhism, Mohammedanism, Theosophy etc., the mrautill
be confusion because you try to conform to thesasdngou
judge everything on what you have accepted whittlsdrue or not.
These beliefs are but ideas, concepts and willireagsuch, but
Reality is none of these, Reality is greater thla@raation yet is one
with all Creation. Therefore right thinking alorematls us towards
freedom of the Truth.

How many minds you see they talk such nonsensew k
perfectly well | was not blameworthy from thisesitiMy mind was also
confused at one time.

| told you so often when | went to the Himalajas the master
who met me there and | began to tell him all alwlodt | knew.

All the talking in the world abdruth does not
make Truth a Realitp you We must find this Reality in ourselves as
the living expression of Life Itself, this is whisus did and what
we must do if we are to be like him.

And how did he do this? | can see him going awaythe desert.
Forty days and forty nights. There he wrestled ianthself. He wrestled
with the self; all the beliefs, all the ideas ataepts that ever entered
into his mind. All these things he wrestled wit ba cleansed himself
completely of it. And he even cleansed himséleafdif too.

But you will see how clearly he makes it plaine“ho seeks
to retain his life will lose it. But he who gives his life will save It.”
That is the saying; that he who seeks to holdetfi¢osbe the self and
let the self rule—he will lose. But he who giveshapself into the
greater Self—then he will find that Self.

We must find this Reality in ourselves as thendjiixpression
of Life Itself, as this is what Jesus did. We maghe same if we are
to be like him.

Freedom only comes when you discern the factytiatre
imprisoned and you discern the cause of this prigon begin to see
the walls and the doors, and the windows of thisopr. Beginning
to understand what it means to be in prison.

But if your prison is irksome, you do not wargdiem? No! You
do not want freedom, you want to hang onto songgetiimerefore you
still remain in prison but you want a more comfoleone. One with a
sofa and bed so you can lie on it. Instead of lgin@ stone floor or
wooden bench and so forth, your prison is stilisop. And that is what
people are doing today.

All these teachers you have in your midst arobeadvorld today,
| say this to you, they write books upon bookstHase who write books
on truth are generally only searching for truthrttselves and expressing
their own ideas and you try to imitate them. Ydiunewer find Truth in a
book, neither will you find it in the Scripturesuycan only find It in
yourself.

You cannot define Reality for there is nothinghwithich
we can compare it. It is beyond our mind. When free your
consciousness from limitation it becomes* [expanaind awareness
of the whole is understood,] then the “I myselfds itself* [in the
Whole] and the nature is transformed. But theret ioei€ontinued
awareness of the Whole lest limitation and illussorter in.

How often there has been a spark of this freedoyoun own
consciousness and you all decided to block it gaihalts lost. It comes
again, its lost. And you try to hang onto thaeligpark, littte memory,
of this tremendous flood of realisation and freedbitell you, do
not die to hold onto that, otherwise you are notithg Reality you
are only caught up in its experience—and an expazies not Reality.

Therefore
you have to discemn it, let it go for new expemrsrio come. And Reality
will continue to give you experiences as long adwid that awareness.

If you crave to be something which will ensure goplace in
the Eternal your craving will lead you from onediger to another,
from one system to another and this will lead yaayafrom the
ever-present Reality that is within yoursé@lhd instead of leading
you to this which is Real it leads you away from it

The majority who are seeking will pause when tisesefeeling
of satisfaction, they think they have found thefirBut this only lasts
for a short time, then the hunt begins again sitiewed effort along the
path of illusion, without understanding. So bodkrdbook is explored
and digested with only one result, the mind becanags confused; only
with understanding and awareness of the Wholbeualks be of value to
you. But there are few who know the freedom offilitihose who write
books on Truth are generally those who are themsalgeking the
Truth.

How wonderfully true this is.

Unless you with an understanding, an awareneigediVhole,
go to the book, then you will see perhaps an iedgmassage there
that will be of value to you. But in the majorifypeople you will note,
that what the person is writing about, they knovy \ittle about at
all. And when you know the Truth you go and reaxafithose books
and you will see how true it is. When the Wholersegsaderstood
you will see how surely that person does not khew\tholeness and
awareness of it.

You make a mistake.” fidaaling of the
Bible or any other book does not confer Eterna Liifiis must be
found within and not without.
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The Everlasting Reality can only be understoatiarfuliness of
the present, discerning every thing that surroyndsas relative, while
aware of the Real withigioy, not in some distant future which is
but a passing fantasy.

The Real is not something that you can imagirfaray, what
you imagine or fancy is not the Truth-Reality. \\j@i have is but an
image in the mind. To understand the whole therstrbha non-
attachment to ideas and beliefs, the past or theefuvhat is Spiritual
or what is not Spiritual, for when you pattern yaiar dfter these there
Is fear, limitation and confusion.

And most people who think they are spiritual wilays talk
about what is Spiritual and what is not Spiritudhd what is their
mind caught up in—images, ideas. Do they knowtyZehlo, their mind
is away from it.

When the Consciousness becomes aware thatdtsefworld,
your neighbour, your friend, your enemy. When youself know these
to be yourself, then | say, you will learn somegtabout yourself.

How can you help another if you do not undersyanaself? How
Is it possible for you to lift another out of théesgs that are in the mind, if
your own mind is in the fog? How can you take alroirt of confusion
if your own mind is confused?

If you look into yourown mind-heart you will find inherited
theories of right and wrong, the mind-heart maflled with religion
and theories to which you conform and there isoomrfor love and
wisdom.

| ask you this question: Why are there so manyygof people
of all kinds, in religion, in society, in natioms,opposition to each other?
Even in families this opposition exists. Becausy tifio not discermn the
falseness of their beliefs. They cannot think beybair own prejudices,
their limitation, their tradition, their group, thelass and public opinion.
The masses are ruled by public opinion and arétapgn the stream of
ignorance.

Most people do not think for themselves, theguothe crowd, what
the crowd thinks they think, mass psychology rihlesy, they are caught
up in imitation. Their conception of progress isdaontinual movement
from one object to another which leads to frusinati

In the material world there is craving to possessterial object.
There is striving until it is obtained, but the namitnit loses its attraction;
SO craving goes on to the more subtle things, asigdopularity, fame,
power; so the struggle goes on incessantly witiatgfaction, for in these
there is only disillusionment.

Then comes the craving for Truth, a bigger an@ saintle form of
craving is established. Book after book is reaahiendeavour to find
peace and freedom, what you find is but the ideztbers, who are them-
selves confused through conforming to ideas ofx)tse you follow suit.

Now peace and freedom cannot be found outsidelbies
within oneself for the simple reason that most [geage caught up in
beliefs. Human beings can live happily togethdrowtt beliefs. Immediately
there are differing beliefs, strife and separdiggins. A Mohammedan, a
Jew, a Christian, a Buddhist, may live happilytiesieas long as their beliefs
are not questioned.
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Underlying all human beings is the one Life, tiheseénce of
God and is equally established in all. Yet segaratnd beliefs blind
them to this great Power that is ever-present. Eveeople should
believe in this great Power yet still maintain thsgparate beliefs,
they cannot be free, not until they understanditieatbeliefs are only
beliefs and they are separated by them. The aafiusgzaration therefore
are false.

The Presence in each is never antagonistic tf) 1@ar Father
Who art in heaven” is the conscious state we neuat@re of. If this
consciousness takes the place of belief thenithtre path that leads
to freedom.

Throughout the whole world there is not one whwisseeking
a happiness that endures. But such happinesstis betobtained in
craving for the material, mental or spiritual, dosving has no finality.

The world is living on imitation. Imitation begimschildhood through
education, society, external circumstances. Thoagttfeelings are moulded
to correspond with tradition, public opinion, neligs, ideas and systems.

If you consider any philosophy, religion or systgoa will find
it is a method laid down for you to follow, soyau do is to imitate to
force your thinking into a particular mould of tbieilosophy religion or
system to which you must conform. So you become oags in a social
or religious machine of which there are many affekinds.

Before a child goes to school it thinks for itdelit immediately it
goes to schooal it is taught what to think. So tild conforms to whatever
Is laid down for it to follow. The child is train@etcording to the group to
which it belongs.

It is thus easily seen how strife and antagonisse detween
these various groups of society, political, religiand nationalistic, there
Is no fundamental principle involved. Thereforetdiaehing is false and it
takes some time before a mind caught up in angreysan discern the
falseness of it. It is not until this understandioges through discernment
can there be freedom.

Few are the teachers and leaders, religious ticgiplwho are
aware of the Truth. Immediately they open their thethey show
their ignorance. Political parties, religions, dse@nd systems, with their
antagonisms, are built upon prejudices and not djpotn. Their
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whole foundation is based upon lies, innuendossagdestions, a
net in which the unsuspecting mind is caught. ppea is to the senses
and not to Reality, fear being the motive behihdfahem.

When you wave a flag and shout hurrah!, you ar¢himking,
you are merely caught up in suggestion. If thedvaplild think clearly
for one hour a change would come over civilizabgarnight. But
unfortunately that change cannot come until theitheil begins to think
purely.

If you look into your own thoughts you will seatfthe whole
structure of modern civilization is based entily public opinion and
conformity. The authority is public opinion or #pal ritual. This authority
results in the suffocation of the individual thinkso the desire to
solve one’s own problems is sought through a nairacl

Public opinion condones and urges mass murdee iglbrious
cause of war, but murder in the street means ari@nig) rope; there
Is no difference, murder is murder and mass migarore diabolical
because you do not know who you are killing. Yati kill because you
are told to kill in the cause of freedom. Whatéaedom? Is man not more
bound than before by creating further antagonishishviead to further
strife and war. Have the last two wars led usfreedom? They have
only led us into further strife and misery.

Through the centuries a system of competitiobd&as set up through
selfishness, at the same time innumerable awgbpt@achers, gods etc.,
have been set up for you to worship. You are taadjedcome lambs, but,
working for a living, you become like as many walve

The remedy does not lie in setting up anothesrsyst the worship
of another God outside oneself but to go to thisofdbe whole problem.
You listen, but you do not think. Out of one prigau are enticed into
another.

The only way to freedom is to discern the falsenéthese things
that hinder you and control you. The intentiorth@fPresence that is ever-
present becomes more clear to you as you elinti@false conditions,
beliefs and ideas that bind you. Anything thattegestrife between man
and man is false when we understand that the [Pvesence is in all.

The present civilization based upon false valaasat last, it has no
intrinsic value. In fact we see our civilizatioo@ibling before us now.
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The world did not listen to the man of Galiledlite result that the
world today is what man created.

The Bible and the words of the Master show thettord was
the highest expression of the Divine Wisdom, P@meérLove and by
Its expression the world was created and all ghahiand in it. The
crowning result in the manifestation of the WorcdsWiaian made in
God’s likeness.”

Let us truly understand this: the individual @sdhe civilization
which dominates him. It is man’s outer self thatses all the misery
in the world. When the inner self that is in evetlyer self rules,
civilization will be ruled by the Christ through mavian will then
be the mouthpiece of the Lord just as Jesus wandghpiece of
the Father.

It is the outer self that has ambition to atsacdial distinction and
accumulation of power. This outer self—the indigiddhas set up his
own social distinctions which result in ruthlesmpetition in every way
of Life.

You will readily see that this ruthless selfissresist eventually break
down. Itis just merely a matter of time. For shlfiess eats itself away, it
begins to rot in itself and die and we see thengrin the wall today.

There is no difference between one human beingrastder made
in the image and likeness of the Creator with #mesLife, the same
consciousness, the same mode of action. But maleslieivilization
into groups with social standards which only baogow and conflict
without understanding, and so the rot sets in.

As long as we retain our conception of individyalivhich is
selfish and greedy, no civilization no structurétlonm it can last. The
individual is an integral part of that civilizatiawhich the individual
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LIFE MORE ABUNDANT

creates. That is why we see clearly the writingh@nwall, when
civilization is built on the false foundation olvdion and separation,
it cannot last, it must decay and pass away.

We have seen similar civilizations come and gocamsl is sure
to follow in the same way, it is only a mattenioie. It is only when there
Is a sure foundation shall civilization last. T$asne rule applies to nations
and groups of people caught up in division andraépa.

Up till now we have been slaves spiritually, weehtollowed,
imitated, set up authorities, and tradition hasyddbie mind. In thought
and emotion the individual has merely conformedlenh the world
of action the individual has built for himself fseselfishly pursuing his
own security with the result that he has no segurit

In order to supply our needs individuals musteerate, plan and
work together. That is, we must get rid of the idiaationality, flags
and frontiers. In this way we will solve our ecomproblems because
all will be working from a human point of view, andt through separate
national prejudices.

At present is not the heart of everyone kept hgmith hatreds
and prejudices between one nation and anothere&etone people
and another, between one group and another, betwegpolitical
party and another, between one religion and affdilin the result that
the human element is entirely lost in hatreds apdration. Is there any
hope for civilization under these circumstances this struggle going on
in separation?

The Master came to solve this problem but man avoat
have him, they took Barabbas instead, Barabbadetsteoyer of all
civilizations, and we as disciples of the Mastertsis so clearly. There is
no use hiding our faces in shame for we have déme@hrist many
times. Peter denies Jesus thrice within a few gsnaén we say that we
are any better?

In John 15 verse (1) Jesus says, “| am the rea &hd my
Father is the Vine-dresser; (2) He cuts away asrydbron me which
IS not bearing fruit, and cleans every branch whiobs bear fruit,
to make it bear richer fruit. (3) You are alreatban, by the word
| have spoken to you (4) Remain in me, as | refmayou: just as a
branch cannot bear fruit by itself, without remagon the vine,
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THE ONLY IMPORTANT THINGS IN LIFE

neither can you, unless you remain in me. (5) tavine, you are
the branches. He who remains in me, as | in hinmsbeeh fruit
(because apart from me you can do nothing).”

Here we see what Jesus means, only upon thetméation
of the Christ, the One Life, can we bear rich ffliiam the true vine”
not only does one nation hang upon the vine, lhitrahches, all
nations, all humans draw their life from It. Nothican exist separate
from Christ “I am the Life”, all existence comesrfn the one Tree
of Life.

Therefore we can see that when society is busetirshness,
on ruthless competition where one fights againettser for his
security, then the structure of our present catilim must eventually
collapse. The world we cling to is based uponutsire of continual
want. All our achievements are but empty heightghich we find no
happiness. Itis inevitable that this structuré chienble because it has no
lasting foundation.

John 15: verse (6) “If anyone does not remain @) Ine is
thrown aside like a branch and he withers up; therbranches are
gathered and thrown into the fire to burned. (Ybif remain in me and
my words remain in you, then ask whatever youdik@ you shall have
it. (8) As you bear rich fruit and prove yourselveg disciples, my
Father is glorified.”

Here we see the Master tells us in his own wdrdsthere
Is no world panacea. But as we see individually @lidctively the
basic cause, and individually and collectively stapof the cause
we will give expression to that Life that is theald of humanity
without distinction, without separation. “So faryasi did it to one of
these my brothers even to the least of them yout tiidme.”

In the world of action, man has become ruthleggessive
in his desire for possessions. He used his powtrdaratification of
his individual desire, and much of the teaching geiLtoday as Truth
Is built upon the gratification of the individuagsires.

When this teaching is given to you and represeasdettuth
(the gratification of your individual desires) yuiill realize it is not
Truth, but falsehood. Yet you are told religioublst it is the teaching
of the Master. Nothing is farther from the TruthMeld should you
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gratify your desire you will still live in an illien which one day will
burst like a bubble before your eyes.

John 15: 9 the Master says, “As the Father hasllme, so
| have loved you; (10) remain within my love. liykeep my commands,
you will remain within my love, just as | have kepy Father's commands
and remain within His Love. (11) | have told yas,ttihat my joy may be
within you and your joy complete. (12) This is noymenand: you are
to love one another as | have loved you.”

How can we love one another if we live in sejosrati perpetuating
our religious and nationalistic ideas which cresgparation, strife
and misery through antagonisms?

The individual must be able to think for himse#fd from all
imitation, tradition, public opinion in thought afekling. In this alone
will there be true co-operation in the world foe thenefit of all.

We must find that which is eternal within ourss|bat is the
power of Love, the Christ of God in man. Then dmrahtonly can we
all work collectively, based on human needs andndtuman greed
and exploitation.

When the individual breaks down the narrownessgaised
religion, patriotism, nationality, flag-waving amehar, and when the
individual ceases to exploit through selfish cleess, there will come
peace and understanding which all are now gromngfvain.

The individual must become conscious of all tedaise, all
that is dividing the people of the world, whictcaising war, strife and
misery. The individual must also become conscibtisedPresence of
God everywhere and realize that It is not in ofjoosto Itself in an
individual or group. When the individual finds is bwn heart that which
Is true, he will see that same Truth exists in @acheveryone else.

Those who have been caught up in race, thoudiathaldies,
creeds, politics, disease, ignorance and deatb, pevnitted these
things to rule them, they are no longer able tktfar themselves. They
merely imitate, they follow and thus they are &déstruction and not
to freedom.

While you are still surrounded by your struggjesir sorrows,
your pleasures, your pains you may perceive a gingpthe ecstasy
of Life. It seems far away and you long to escape tet there is
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no escape, only through discerning the cause attetstanding this
conflict is there ecstasy and freedom and not ca@s.

We cannot escape but all the time we desire tpesso we
pray for relief. If you would pray rather for wisthato discern and
understand the cause of the conflict then you woeiled to freedom.
Some imagine that they can escape to God, buts@e-present with
you. God is the Eternal Ever-present Life that &lliand in you now.

Through the true discernment, the cause of thélicos
revealed, and in the realisation of the ever-pteBmsence there is
freedom. But if you still maintain your ignorandetiee cause you only
bring your realisation into the prison you havetsé for yourself and
there is no freedom. If you are merely reactimpiwlitions external to the
self, which the self has created, you are reaatithgput understanding,
without discernment, thereby perpetuating the miser

What applies to the individual applies to civiliaa, you cannot
separate one from the other for they are one andaime. What is
needed by the individual is clear thinking fromseato effect. Not vain
attempits to solve probleméhout understanding the fundamentals of
human existencelf you hold to your old mental habits of imitatio
there can be no understanding and therefore nddmee

In John 15: 13, Jesus tells his disciples, “Tdifeydown for
his friends, man has no greater love than thatYd4are my friends.”
Jesus knew that he would be killed because of it ©f the only
“One”. Many have distorted the meaning of thisragymaking it as
those who have died in a glorious war. This isrelytwrong. The
Master knew that his disciples would also be kiiedause of the same
Truth he himself revealed.

“If the world hates you remember it hated me first

John 15: 15 “| call you friends, because | havearted to you
all that I have learned from my Father. (16) Youehaot chosen me,
it is | who have chosen you, appointing you to i laear fruit, fruit
that lasts, so that the Father may grant you whaigu ask in my
name. (17) That is what | command you, to love amether.”

This is the foundation of the Master’s teachitigdpve one
another. “Grapes do not grow on a thornbush,” thexave must
discern the thornbush upon which our civilizatioises.
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Love does not flourish where there is the thorantdgonism,
the thorns of selfishness and separation, Loveidioes where there
IS unity and service.

Verse 18, “If the world hates you, remember ietane first.
If you belonged to the world, the world would lowlkat it owned,;
it is because you do not belong to the world, lsechbave chosen you
from the world, that the world hates you. (20) Rettper what | told
you, ‘A servant is not greater than his mastethidy persecuted me
they will persecute you; if they hold to my wortteyt will hold to yours.
(21) They will do all this to you on account of mgme, because they
know not Him who sent me. (23) He who hates meshaieFather
also. (24)...And they have hated—hboth me and nineffafThey hated
me for no cause).

Jesus was showing his disciples what the workedol loved
possessions, pomp and position—the tinsel robe.

Verse 26, “When the Helper comes, whom | will sengou
from the Father, even the Spirit of truth who isduem the Father, he
will bear witness to me; (27) and you too are \sgas, for you have been
with me from the very beginning.”

Jesus was showing his disciples the differencedast Truth
of the Christ and the world in which we still livs.not the world still
pinning its faith to the power of things seen, reving blind to the
cause within?

To understand the Master, our habits of thouglst beistudied,
understood and corrected, not until then can visfystite longing in
the human heart.

Our minds have been built up and maintained uhednfluence
of limited ideas, desire for material things. Bt only true foundation
upon which to build our happiness is upon the Roesthat is eternal
and ever-present, which the Master spoke of dsatiher; and not upon
imitation and conformity and tradition which ispetuating the misery of
our civilization.
