A great portion of these lectures have not beatemablic in
printed form since they were originally given oatSouth Africa
by Dr. Murdo MacDonald-Bayne between late 1945 ith 1854.

Murdo was very specific about how his material iwdie released.
His lectures, given in serial form, followed theiant method of teaching
or transmission of knowledge from master to discglmethod used by
both Western and Eastern Mystical traditions. ©nadt was one of a
spiral system, always returning to a subject ontpbiut each time
revealing a bit more and advancing to another levalvareness.
Murdo stressed repetition of re-reading his boakeaiures to his
students. He stated, “the style adopted in thesiiles is intentional
and the repetitions are deliberate. The doublecigj¢o convey the
Truth to the mind. It is through this unique forfnmrding and of
repetition that the student is able to grasp thigyré¢hat is invisible and
which is the basis of the visible. When we undedstie invisible we
are more able to understand the visible.... | thagtytou will progress
through these Lectures diligently, quietly and BloiRepeat the process
as often as you can.

Now we know that Divine reasoning is a means whgaebare able
to reason things out for yourselves. Divine reasables you to reason spirtually.

“There is no time.” Time does not exist at alhia Universe, it is only
made up in mans mind.

Now you try, dont you, to build an idea in yoimehabout what Reality
is.

showing you that that is not truth.
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The mind of man is steadily unfolding the knowéedfthe worldbf
things, this is a process that we must underitamahout understanding this
process we are caught up in it, and the same taréhairwhich is Real from
expressing its true nature in us.

Knowledge can become binding unless we are awhie fatt. Wisdom
alone is freedom, but Wisdom is of the Spirit. Kedge is of the mind.

We must be able to understémyatisceming our thought-action, and
we will find thatit moves from within, outwards, then we will finattve
are identical in this nature with the first Pritkeipf the UniverséBecause
everything works from within, outwarttss important for us to know this,
yet if there is no understanding of the mind wiscyourselffmyself, the
guestion as to whether there is Reality or notégdlittle meaning if we
are caught-up in our mental reactidvediefs etc.

Therefore it does not matter, one iota, to thelrinat is caught-up
in ideas, whether Reality exists or not. And ifisr@aught-up in our beliefs
it does not matter to that individual whether Realkists or not because
he is living in his belief.

The world is living in beliefs today, that is dagise of all our misery. If
we got rid of our beliefs, our different opiniadsplogies and all these things
that separate man from man, we would have gobsivileen man and man,
then we would have no misery at all. But we han@sy beliefs and ideas in
the mind that everyone is quarrelling about whetherr idea is right or
wrong. And the fact is, that they will die for thmlief, their idea, when it
is entirely a false thing altogether, a thing smiited made up in the mind,
when it is not Reality or God as they think it is.

The heathen is an individual who is nearer to tBad many of the
individuals who follow a religion. For the smplson, that he to a great extent
does not believe in any of the beliefs that pdaple, their ideas. He is not
caught-up in them therefore he does not fight aade| about his belief.

An atheist is much about the same. He says, ‘tha@God, there
Is no such thing as a God.” He does not beliewe iseanything in the
world such as a God. Of course, naturally, he baglbaught-up in the idea of
the material things and he has seen material ttaggwhere. And he sees
some form of activity everywhere and he sayse'ttar be no God,” because
he sees various activities in the Universe, ir] fthiad of man, in ideas, in
ideologies, in religions and so-forth.

That which is, in Itself is, goodwill and peace.

You cannot have peace outside yourself until sree peace within
you. And to have peace you must have peace watiiselves before you
have peace in the world, because you are the prmobleu are the cause
of all the world misery. There is no other causegixhe individual but you
will blame it on anybody or anything extemal targelf because you do not
want to pin it upon yourself. But unless we reseghis great Truth, that it is

A person said to me the other day, “is it negefssamne to go to church
to find God?’AndlI replied, “if you go to church God goes with yibyou go
to a theatre God goes with you, for where you aki§&and where God
Is you are. It makes no difference.

If you believe in hell and you think there isaeglin hell and you want
to go there, well God will be there with you. Bsedinere cannot be any hell except
In God because He is Infinite and there is nothirigde Him. And He being
Infinite must be everywhere therefore He mustlsellitoo if hell is a place at
all. And He must be the Devil too because Godimidrin nature.

| told you before that true meditation is notrigyto control your
wandering thoughts, you must become aware of fank-out, feel-out,
every thought, comprehend its significance howgleassant or unpleasant,
trying to understand each thought-feeling. Eadithideeling thus pursued
will yield its meaning and as the mind comprehisdsn repetitive wandering
thoughts, it becomes emptied of its own formulation

So the thing is always repeating itself. Whyheaght always rising to
the surface and troubling you? Why is your minchgétroubled by a
particular form of thought? It rises and rises amand repeats itself. This
repetitive process of a thought is because youriadzalt with it, you have
not read it, you do not understand it.

Now there is a tremendous message in these woatlsbd shows at
once, that the person was released from a condiimhthat condition was
weakness. And immediately he told her that sheslaased from the weakness,
she instantly became erect and glorified God.

Well we see clearly now, these words mean hispitinuous renewal
of the Everjpresent. The Ever-present is alwagsviag ltself in you and me,
every moment. That moment, now, is the Livingitesent. It is a Living
presence, it is not a dead presence, it is notismgigou create in your mind,
an idea of the presence or a belief in the preséinsa Living Expression
of the Presence ltself and that is why these \amgisit to show definitely, the
continuous renewal of the Ever-present.

Most people cannot realize the continuous rerafitfad Ever-present.
And it is when we begin to see the cause of olnfeand to know that they
are self-created. To know that they have no pofitbein own except the
power we give them. And as we discem thesedlitiggy dissolve away, they
pass away, and then the continuous renewal oftrgesent is there NOW.
You do notcreate It, IT IS.

So that is the secret of the great and mightia et the Master knew
was, he himself was the Ever-present Life. Andén i that every other
individual had It too. And immediately he saw thakmess he said, “you
are released from your weakness.” Knowing thaEtre-present Life would

Whoever
Is your neighbour is the one who is nearest toWellyou will find out what
you are doing and how you are thinking and hovayereacting. And when
you begin to discem these reactions then youtodgie yourself because you see
how stupid they are.

Attention is a quality of the mind itself wherntiiiael is peaceful and quiet,
when there is no confusion and no conflict in litek\there is no opposition.
When there is no duality. When there is no coofimpposites.

In your meditation, | am sure that you have fdbatlyour mind is not
quiet. You try continuously to suppress the tretisgiitrise to the surface and you
think by doing so that you can meditate. But whai@ai mediating on?

You cannot meditate upon something you do not kKnevefore your
meditation should be the elimination from the roirall confiict so that the mind
becomes peaceful and quiet. And in that quiet fud#ioere is attention.

To attend to one thing at a time is a great laethe individual. When
the mind is caught-up in a particular thing, aé ¥arous ideas belong to that
particular thing flows into the consciousness agtind is dwelling upon
it. And information regarding that thing would risehe consciousness, scraps
of information that you know nothing at all abbat have been hidden away
In the recesses of your mind.

And consequently attention means to a great geithiring together
all these scraps of information, building them tiagieand as they rise to the
consciousness, you find them all tied togethelibg af association which is
the easiest form of bringing things to the consciess.

But a mind that is free from confiict, a mind thdiee from imitations,
is the mind that has attention. Therefore it e the mind from all confiict
because attention is a quality of the mind thalf itsfree.
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The great secret most people are looking fontdneliminate confusion.
But if you do not know how confusion comes about ban you eliminate
confusior? Let us look at what is happening in our mindsvaaaill see
clearly the cause of confusion.

The surface mind deals with things we see, hddeahthrough the
senses.

Now;, the subjective mind is full of these belgedd it is difficult to get
rid of them, for when the subjective mind accbts|ds on to a lie as well as
a truth with equal tenacity and you do not knowtvstieue and what is not. In
fact, it does not matter very much whether itis or not.

“To be” is to be related, for you cannot exissatation except in your
mind, for in Reality there can be no isolationwiloout self-knowledge you
become a danger to your neighbour and yoursglfulbegin to see what
Is the barrier to relationship, then you will knexvat is true and what is
not true.

Do we not think of our capabiiies as sometiitggtadmired? But what is
the use of our capabilities if our improving aramnanging all leads to the
destruction of man. Most people are merely irder@stiulfiling their particular
capacity while disregarding the wider issues & ttifen their capabiliies are
meaningless. Only in relation to the ulimate Beslour capacity significant.

If we are interested only in self-expression wisithe common cry of
the so-called truth student, then we are conigptdi the confiict, confusion
and antagonism of man. Without first soundingr@.uhteaning of Life, mere
self-expression however gratifying, will only brimisery. But with seff-knowledge
seltfulfiment is transformed. The craving fofifulent brings its own frustration
and disillusionment, for the desire for self-ffint anses from ignorance. It
arises from the idea of becoming.

Is it not so that in the midst of cruelty we @esirfind Love? Is it not so
that we justify murder on a colossal scale araBvery act we try to find
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Love? Is it not so that we create a society malhiihe value of the senses, on
greed, on acquisitiveness which breeds fear, soee@ protection? So
protection leads to aggression and aggressiortéecnisiict.

We justly condone murder because we want to acgtithe same
time we hope to find God-Love. Without fundamentaiering the structure
of our thought-feeling the Real cannot be foundak&tgnorant, envious and
greedy and we want to be peaceful, loving and knisthis contradiction that
must be understood. You cannot have both. You tgastify ignorance and
still have enlightenment.

Only when thought-feeling discems its own oppdisire can there
be freedom. This freedom with its joy comes withdbep awareness of the
confiict of craving. The joy of the Real only cormd®en we are aware of the
dual process of desire, this joy is not a produtowill or of time.

We cannot escape from ignorance at any time, drig be dispelled
through our own awakening and this must be dooaéself, for another
cannot do it, he can only show the way. Only tiraug’s own awareness of
the ways of the self does the problem of one'sroaking cease to be. Being
aware, in any human problem, has three stagsldersy aware of the cause and
the effect of the problem. Secondly, being awaits diial or contradictory
process and thinking. Thirdly, being aware of #ifieagid experiencing the
thinker and his thought as one. When this is adsteg freedom comes
because you begin to understand.

For instance the problem of anger may arise femous tension, from
fear etc., but these are secondary causes, @t thdsecome more aware of
the cause and the effect. Many of us are awdre cbiflict of opposites, but
because we suffer we seek to get rid of the pairaréconcemed only with
getting rid of the struggle rather than underste i

This desire to get rid of the confiict gives sitiarto its continuity and so
maintains contradiction. It is the desire that roasinderstood.

The conflict cannot be got rid of through an &gl it can only be
transcended when choice ceases. No problem aaiadokan its own plane,
it can only be solved lastingly when the thinker ¢eased to become, then
there is Being.

In many cases first attempts are not successidgcause we have
been holding on to false beliefs, this is the pyroause of your condition
and this conditioning has existed since childhood.

IN FREEDOM

“l am giving you wise directions and leading yaghd; when you
walk, you will never be hindered, when you run, waiLnot slip.
Hold fast to my instructions, never let them gepkhem—they
are life to you.” Prov. 4: 11-13.

Many people, in fact the majority of people, thimkt the images of
saints and masters help to free them. But freedasrabt come through
concentration on any saint or master or any ektjgt of adoration. In
fact, it brings the opposite.

Freedom is not formulated, freedom is not a ptasfube mind as
most of us think. Freedom comes when all formulstiwe understood. A
belief is a formulation of the mind, it is notattt VWe cannot find freedom in
the mind for the mind is bound by suggestions, @\mlief is a suggestion that
binds us.

We are free from the beginning and only when thdreedom from
selHdentifying memoary is this freedom realizdakiT ask yourself what is it that
binds you. Is it not what you formulate in yourdfirind what you formulate
you believe and your belief binds you. If yourdfelbind you then how can
concentration on a belief free you?

Are not our thoughts the result of the past ane iflo not understand
how we are conditioned by our thought-feeling hamee go beyond it?
Therefore our thought-feeling enslaves us toetgtion, to its own power
of llusion, if we are unaware of its ways. Onlyantwve cease to formulate out
of our thought-feeling is there freedom, whichesitive.

If we wish to go towards the sun why tum our barkit? If we want
freedom why become slaves? Is it necessary totkebyiou are sober through
drunkenness? Is it necessary to enslave oursekmeat freedom?

If meditation is of the highest importance tdweatwve must approach it
rightly from the very beginning. Right meditatioiti faring right thinking. If
the means is correct then the end will also bedatpfor the beginning is in
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the end, is it not? If we are ignorantly engagegraong meditation it will
never bring about right meditation.

By kiling another how can you bring about toleeaand love? Only
understanding will bring about freedom and oyt ngeditation will bring about
right understanding. It is not the object of yoeditation you must under-
stand, but you who is the meditator.

Without understanding yourself your meditatiorobaes a process of
self-hypnosis inducing experiences according togagditioning, according
to your belief, which is binding and slavery. Theeright meditation is a
process of freeing oneself. Wrong meditation iptheess of illusion.

Is it not so that we all want to understand aaits, while the opposite
is the case? The dreamer must understand hindaitf nipeams. \When he
awakens from his self-hypnotic state he will pugiathto his dreams.

If you seek to become something, if you seek drireaugh your
meditation, then you will hypnotise yourself byrydesire. \WWrong meditation,
you Will now readily see, is a process of self-bsgan It may produce certain
desired results but such meditation does notdamligiptenment and freedom.

Images may help you to concentrate, to focusagtamtion but such
concentration is not meditation. Concentratiorbeaacquired but what of
it? Do you know yourself any better than before? Mave acquired a new
faculty, a new means through which you can do e if you do not
know yourself. So of what value is concentrationafings more misery
in its wake?

| am not saying that concentration should nothaieed, but right
concentration comes when the mind is not fommlatimd when you understand
the formulations of the mind they will cease, t@mrcentration comes without
effort. But to merely acquire concentration withaderstanding is stupid.

You will see now that mere concentration narmbesriind-heart which
only strengthens its conditioning, with the rehait you will still do harm
to yourself and others. You will still create egramd confusion, you will still
be obstinate and bound by your formulations, yeliefb.

Before you leam to concentrate you should uadeitsie whole structure
of your being, not merely a part of it The mditull part to understand are the
formulations of the mind and how they have comatatben you will begin
to understand yourself. Your thought-feeling-reastiare mostly the result
of your formulations, your beliefs, are they natargh yourself and see if
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this is not true? To tell yourself that you are fiader these conditions is not
only foolish but dangerous.

To be watchful of the self brings self-knowledgd aght thinking,
because you will see what the mind is made ujhisfrifust be done without
apprehension, without judgment or condemning wificiion. Then the mind
will drop its cherished illusions, its conflicts, contradictions, its opposites, its
hates, its beliefs and all its stupid formulatibas are conditioning you. Then
this self-awareness creates its own concentrattbaueh concentration is
enduring and effective and not selfimposed thrayeiy to become while
retaining all these unruly inhabitants of the mind.

When you understand your motives, your thougimdedhis under-
standing ever widens and deepens into a more ¢m@ngxe awareness. This
awareness is essential for right meditation andmgditation leads to freedom,
and the Real can only be experienced through fredéteedom is “Being”
now and not “becoming.”

Why do most of us seek something outside ourdehmaspire us,
an image of some kind or another? Is it not becaadeave become so
mechanical through our conditioning, our lives imecampty and dull? So we
seek inspiration from some outside source whidni@ca necessity, a necessity
that enslaves us. Being enslaved we have to fesb/esl from our enslavement
to discover the Real, for the Real can only bedaufreedom.

Is it not so that we seek any form of distradtiecause we are not
interested in understanding ourselves? e sadke autselves for our inspiration,
because we have not discovered ourselves. Tryibgdome” prevents the
flowing of self-knowledge.

The search in itself is devotion, it is in itedfpiration. The search must
be impersonal, free from identifying, free from @ammg or judging. For
a mind that is caught up in this conditioning seearies and needs distraction.
Therefore so-called inspiration, all distracti@iple or otherwise, is idolatrous.
For that which you worship prevents your freeddrou worship something
you do not know, but we ‘worship’ something we dow.”

If thought is caught up in the conditioned layezomisciousness how
can it go above and beyond it? Only through seffetige can this be done.
We must begin to understand ourselves, then oitriimethas great significance.
Meditation then is “Being” which has Its own Etemavement, It is Creation
ltself for the meditator ceases to be. “I of myasifnothing, It is the Spirit
of the Father within me that doeth the work.”
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When this is understood, meditation is not trieation of the becomer,
but through self-knowledge the meditator—the beroeases, then the Real
expresses Itself in Being now in the Ever-present.

What is in the mind is memory, experience. Formuaiaare based
on these.

It is this actated memory which
becomes rigid and binding, facts which we holebartich create antagonisms
and division.

When you see the binding process of the accuthatamory which
gives continuity to the self, then you can gebftitle self, for the self is but the
accumulation of memory and experience. The Regiltise result of memory
or expetrience, it is beyond this conditioned lafeonsciousness.

Unless you understand the conditioned self howataget beyond it?
It is this accumulating memory;, this self that neosbe to an end. As long
as thought-feeling is identifying itself with thesmories of yesterday; it will
ever be in conflict and sorrow. As long as tholisgtiRg is ever-becoming it
cannot experience the bliss of the Real.

Love does not flourish through conditioned thotegiing but through
freedom. Love cannot be conditioned becausetastd conditioning. Therefore
what is Real is not the continuation of accumgladiantifying memory. It is
to this accumulation that one dies before Love-Rtka can manifest.

What is the world today? Is it not Iiving in tleeiamulated memory of
the past with all its misery and confiict. It istbonfusion and conflict that
is preventing the Ever-present Love-Life from nesstiig now. Love-Life
does not need to become, neither have we to ltrdiagein the immediate
now when we die to the past through understanding.

The educated conditioned consciousness cannaebengbthat which is
not a resultt, therefore it must die to itself. iise it is creating bariers, results,
that are ever-enslaving itself. Only through seffs@ness does this come
to an end.

You will come to know that the world without i€ texpression of the
world within. The world without is the effect, tird within is the cause.
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This is the meaning of the words, “All power isagivunto me in heaven
and on earth.”

This is not a mere statement for the purposafiiomg an idea, butis
proclaiming the truth. It is not the product of itinagination nor can it be the
product of the mind. It is substantial, and stasdke foundation upon which
the whole Universe rests and is the foundationwflife and mine.

SECURITY OF THE EXTERNAL
IS AN ILLUSION

“The ear that heareth the reproof of Life abidetiorag the
wise. He that refuseth instruction despiseth hissmul: but he
that heareth reproof getteth understanding.” PE\81-32

Divine Reasoning coupled with true discemmethisdilse enables us
to think purely. When our thoughts arise from ondtioned state of memory
and experience, we think according to our conmitipibivine Reasoning is
also relative but it arises from our contemplatjeon the ways of the Creative
Life Principle in action.

Divine Reasoning is the highest activity of thadaf man, yet it is
not Truth. Because Truth is Everpresent and Eddeyond reason, we
do not have to reason It into operation, It is\vaperating although we may
not be aware of Its action. It is only when we besaware of everything we
make up in our minds as relative, do we arriMesdit/thich is not relative,
having no beginning and no ending, being Everpresel Eternal and
beyond reason, although not contrary to Divineéteas

There are certain observations which we are@bi@ke in regard
to the action of Life. In the first place, we mostendowed with the Divine
qualities of our Creator, His Life being inhererthivv us and these qualites
must be unchangeable, being Infinite in nature.

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When my consciousness is reasoning about somietkingasoning
about something extemnal to itself, so the greatioaiis how can the consciousness
become aware of itself? Only when the Consciousaiizss that itself and its
thoughts are one, for the one cannot be sepamatihé other. \When | become
aware of all my thoughts as relative, then | fnad t am the Creator of my
thought.

If | am conditioned by my thought then | am negfiis that not so?
But if | become aware of my thoughts and know tleenvhat they are | am
not affected by them. If you will look into your ounind you will see what is
made up, what thought is. Then you will amvénat which is the Real Self
which is creative.

Then | know myself to “Be” because | cannot createsciousness,
| am consciousness. It is Eternal and Ever-praesdriherefore creative.

Yes, these are words, words, words, but we meestathat words are
the expression of that something else and ard thetoselves creative. Yet
they contain an inherent power to manifest inrtheriand the outer. Jesus
said, “my word shall not retum unto me void bal sttccomplish that which it
was sent forth to do.” He was aware that his weests the expression of that
which was Eternal and Ever-present, not somethidfeom himself but
that very Life which he was himself. “The Fatheéhhdfe in Himself and
grants the Son to have the same Life in himself.”

To be free we must begin each day anew. e maisipeach day, to
revalue the ideals and patterns that we have thiotghbeing. Life can be
deeply and truly understood only as it existssh eae.

The mind that is anchored, which feels safe iresmrtside refuge, can
never know Reality of “Being” because being cauglih refuge it cannot look
beyond it. Being caught up in the created it cdmant/ that which is creative.
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Being inwardly uncreative, empty, destructiveuse our needs as
ameans of escape. So our needs assume a grafdarse, they become all
important. So we crave for things which creatiiilien of security, but what
it brings is only conflict, confusion and antagomis

A mind that is seeking the security of thingy@ @ fear, it can never
be joyous, it can never know “Creative Being.” {Dt@ntion to acquire much
or little without understanding our inner passit@ass, envies will only cause
more confusion.

The determined effort to possess little or toggsssuch is of no value,
neither will this bring contentment and joy. Onkunderstanding our relative
action, our thought-feeling will we reach that v Itself is Creative.
Right thinking only comes when craving ceases.

So in our Divine Reasoning we observe that treigaérinciple is the
Father-Mother-God. The Father—the ConsciousnegharMother—the
Intelligence; one directs, the other knows how #mifest that direction.
Intelligence is automatic in nature and bringhfaithat the consciousness
directs. The substance of mind is the vehicle kw8onsciousness and
Intelligence form their own Creation.

To have peace in the home as well as in the encéeroom, all must
dwell in the Consciousness of that oneness wilthelle are some who believe
thatthis oneness is obtained by living in sackclothashes, that they must
live on the smell of an aily rag or that they nsiistin a hilltlop to concentrate
and dream dreams.

Uncertainty and fear always seek guidance andetaimgrlience and
worship of authority. But through obedience or inpiseedom cannot be known.
Freedom comes through understanding, not throagjtaiace of authority,
nor through imitation.

He who clings to authority, the past, to mememgyer in conflict and
doubt therefore beware of the one who says he lammhasks you to follow.
Only when the ego-self is understood with allréssings for self-expression
can there be the bliss of the Real, the OmnipGiamtiscient and Omnipresent,
canbe experienced. There is no other authority, Ibegiound only when
the ego-self dies to itself, when the ego-sethstended.
