We are antagonistic towards Class, Race and Cseedge
call ourselves by different names which becomeonalistic and
fanatical in nature. We are either German, Rusgiaglish, Dutch,
Chinese, Indian, Roman Catholic, Protestant, JeughDReformed
etc., etc. We build up in our minds distinctionsl ar worship of
God becomes hypocrisy. Our prayers are but aridlus

Divine reasoning makes a [tabugh this forest
of the mind, clearing it completely so that evdiyttize Light shall shine.
The Light that is already shining. You do not edla¢ Light. The Light is
there. The Light that shineth in the darkness, celngmdeth not, yet it
Is the Light in man.

Any profession or organizatiarjigious or otherwisehat helps to
maintain division must lead to conflict.

Man caught up in separation, that divideah against
man, the great and mighty Truth of the Oneness\theleness of
God is the only salvation for mankind.

Yes, this is all true, but how can we alter it wivemare only too
thankful to get a livelihood out of it. We havedadow the economic
system we have created so as to Avel before a change takes place

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until mind-hearts begins to change and there we then freedom.
Greed, Power and position dictate our economictsire, dictates
our occupations.

But right occupation in itself does not solve ineblem. We
must have that inward freedom of Reality, otherwvgewill be
insufficient with an inward poverty that drivesarsto destruction.
Only if you look into your mind-hearts you will seeether it is an
inward poverty that is driving you on and on totdesion, whether it
Is the destruction of your mind, your body or @ation.

Take it from me now. | know the words of the mastdéave
been with them. | understand them. But to undedsia@m only is
not sufficient. There must be a Realisation of@meness, but It only
comes to yourselves, within yourselves. | canuetlgio you like | give
you this water. But nevertheless, It is a fourftaim which you can drink.
With this fountain you shall never thirst any mbezause It fulfils
that vacuum. It will eliminate that inward povedapd give you
supreme Realisation of your Oneness with Godwthath in Itself
was in the beginning, and only through this Divegsoning awareness
of the things that are hindering the expressiothefDivine nature
within man. And whenever you find yourselves shdhrticular state,
then you will begin to discern your mind. Immedjay®u begin to
discern your mind, you will find that these thimgisdissolve away. It
Is only when you are caught up in them that youlearéo destruction.

The error is in the self and the elimination of $ke# destroys the
error. The denial of the self destroys the error.

“If anyone should follow me, he must deny hinasedf take up
his cross dally. If one would become a disciplmiok, he shall forsake
his mother, his father, his sister, his brothes, \Wife and children, and
even his own life, otherwise he cannot be a ds@pimine.”

You know the meaning of that, dont you? Becdlutiese other
things are separations. These things are sepamimthe mind. A
mother, a father, a child, a wife, a husband, titesggs are all in
separation. And Jesus was showing the separatitimeimind, to
see the Christ alone that is not separated in adidual, neither
IS it in opposition to any individual, but is th@ele Truth and nothing
but the Truth. The Word that was in the beginrtimg Word that was
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made fleshlt is in this completeness of Reality that must be sought
first, then all other things shall follow. In theowds of the prophet:
“Seek ye first the Kingdom of God and all othendjs shall be added
unto you.”

It is the deeper meaning that we must seek, nod¢lgnés
superficial meaning while the mind is filed witbnflict and antagonisms.
For without this inner freedom there can be no @eahis inner
freedom is not an acquisition with which to glordyrselves. It is
a state of Being in which there is completenes&revkthere is no
restlessnesap self-aggrandisememtp desire, where there is Silence
in a State of Being that is Immortal.

When there is a Knowledge of Completeness, yall dénere is,
and in that there is freedom.

In this state there is no desire for outward nestétion or to
show the world your possession of It. You do nadc® crave
to be a great artist. You are that when this inspefle treasure is
known to the Soul. In this state, thought freedfifsom conflict,
from conquest, from ignorance, intolerance, ancthfosaving.

It is this state then, we must seek so that welraimate conflict
from the world and that state is a State of Bemgviich there is
completeness. Where there is no restlessnesdf-aggandisement,
no desire, where there is silence in a State af@Bthiat is immortal.
No thought, no movement of any kind. An awarehasgstcomplete.
Then, you will find the forces naturally flowingaihgh the centre that
becomes aware of ltself, not separated from thdé/iabin the Whole
and the Whole in It.

Yes, we are thirsty, “but anyone who drinks thigt®¥ | give
him will never thirst anymore.” Reality alone cameqch the thirst
for that which is not permanent. Is it not the immpanent that we
are all seeking and our thirst cannot be quenched?

Jesus knew the answer to this great problem, anitideal
with some of his sayings that not only caused iosse among his
own disciples, but still cause dissension amorigdasy,through lack
of understanding.

In John 6: 35 Jesus, said, “| am the Bread of; llilewho
comes to me will never be hungry, and he who betiew me will
never again be thirsty.”
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Jesus made this remark prior to the one whichdaased a
great deal of misgivings among so-called Christitimsughout the
world. And | am going to eliminate this difficuttgw in your mind.
And you will see how clear the mind of the Mast&s.irst of all
he made this statement, “I am the Bread of LifewHe comes to me
will never be hungry, and he who believes in mengiter again
be thirsty.”

This was the Life that was the Light of Man. Thentnen
of hunger and thirst prepares the way for the raardf his Body
and Blood later on. “He that cometh receivethlahgs that he
needeth for body and souli¢ that cometh to the Truth, the Christ, the
only one. The Truth which is indivisible, the Tnattich is inseparable,
the Truth which is wholeness, in which there candihking else, but
wholeness in RealijyHe that understood his words would cast
himself upon the Life of God that is within—the @f+which is
Peace and Joy and Freedom.

Therefore, ask into your own hearts and minds, éwou cast
yourselves upon the Life of God.” That which is@hast within? And
there dissolve everything that stands between gduteat Christ?

In the old version the word “Shall” is used. This e@gsion
of the Master is very strong and means that nabwtime nor on
any occasion, nor by any chance would He fail tsfgaWhat a
wonderful Truth.

In John 6 verse 36, (we read,) “but as | told ybaugh you
have seen me, you do not believe.” Verse 38, “favie come down
from heaven not to carry out my own will, but th# of Him who
sent me.” This is the Spirit of God in m&ecause God and man are
inseparable. The Truth is inseparable. God in nsamseparable,
therefore, “when you have seen me, you have seéather.” That is
the real Truth of the Masters words. The insepiisalthe indivisibility of
Truth.“Call no man your father on earth for one is yaather Who is
in heaven.”

The Kingdom of Heaven is within you. Here we lsedituth
then of the Infinite in which there is no divisioo, outside. “| of my
own self am nothing, it is the Spirit of the Fativthin me that doeth
these things.” So Jesus denied himself complstetipat the Spirit of
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God would manifest in him, and unless you denysgtu@s also, the
Spirit of God shall not manifest completely in yibus the denial

of the self that eliminates the error. It is theogrn the mind that

leads you astray and the self is the cause ofrtioe e

Dissolve the self into the wholeness because taerde no
separation, then the error passes.

Verse 40, “it is the Will of my Father that evergonho sees
the Son and believes in him should possess Eteifgal This
means Everlasting Life in the present as well disarfuture to those
who will recognise that the Ever-present Life sriial. The words “will
raise him up” means a higher and better exprestibe same Life.

There were murmurings among his hearers and tideyod
believe him. They said, “is this not the son oepbswhose father and
mother we know, and he says he came down from h@ave

Here was the ignorance of the people he triedadieHe was
showing them that only one Father existed oftal, s our Father in
Heaven, that binds all together as one. That isughThat eliminates
all error because the self is dissolved away.

We see clearly how blind they were to the trutthefOne and
only God who created .

Verse 45, in the Prophets, it is written, “andytiell be all
instructed by God; everyone who has listened td-titber and
learned from Him comes to me.”

How wonderful is that verse. You cannot helg you learn
of the Father, “you must come to me,” you must ctantiee Christ. He
was speaking from the Christ State. From the Sititivtn himself, the
Realisation of his Oneness, the complete elimmafithe self, and there
the Christ stood out boldly and fearlessly. Becdlisee could be no
fear in the Christ, there could be no inharmonyhia Christ, there
could be no death in the Christ. “And he who leafthe Father, must
come to me.”

Jesus was no doubt referring to the Prophet |<adali 3, “the
Eternal will train all your builders, and prospeuy sons mightily;
your triumph shall be stable.”

Jesus refers to the manna of the desert as the farsupport
physical life, but what he was giving was the Brehéternal Life.
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Not the manna of the desert, not the food thategbubut the bread
that comes down from heaven—the Bread of Etefieadahn 6: 48-5[)
“I am the Bread of Life, your ancestors ate manntaé desert, but
they died,” (in their ignorance.) “But the breadttbomes down from
heaven is such that one eats of it and never dams.the living
Bread which has come down from heaven; if anyote @&athis
bread, he will live forever; and more, the bread tiwill give is my
flesh, given for the Life of the world.”

“The Word that was with God, and the Word that ®asl, and
the Word that was made flesh.” Jesus speaks frer@ltinist Spirit in
Realisation of his Oneness, the elimination oftie “Of my own
self | can do nothing, it is the Spirit of the Fatlwithin me that doeth
these things.”

So in that State of Consciousness, there wasdhsclousness
of God revealing Itself—the Christ in man.

(Verses 52-56INow, “his hearers wrangled with one another
saying, ‘how can he give us his flesh to eat?’'&mng said to them,
‘truly, truly, I tell you, unless you eat the fleehthe Son of Man
and drink his blood you have no life within you. Who feeds on
my flesh and drinks my blood possesses Eternal (afed | will
raise him up on the last day) for my flesh is feadl and my blood is
real drink. He who feeds on my flesh and drinkshiepd remains
within me, as | remain within himThis is the flesh of all flesh, this is
the Word that was made flesh in the beginning viiais the Christ
who spoke. Not the flesh which you see and look,upat the
flesh of the Christ, the only begotten Son of Gudl that same
Perfect Flesh is in you and m@lerse 57) “Even as the living
Father sent me and | live by the Father, so he f@bds on me
will also live by me.” (Merse 58) “Such is the lagk which has
come down from heaven.”

The meaning of his words is clearalbthose who understand
the Mastewasspeaking from the Spirit of Life, the Christ within
The Word that was made fleshs flesh was his true naturgas the
nature of the Chriseind his blooavashis Life, and to eat and drink is
symbolic of making it our own, consumingat it were. \We consume it
and it enters into us and It becomes us. Andshahat he meant, that
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Is the true meaning of the Master's woifis.that it becomes uasnd
we become ItHis nature and his Life must be consumed by us (so)
that it becomes our nature and our Life.

This is then the only salvation for the world. /éhe no other.
Your conferences and blueprints will only leaduidifer strife and
misery. | am leading you into the Master himself, s very words to
me are true. They are Truth themselves.

Verse 55 (Old Version), “for my flesh is true maatl my blood
true drink.” True in the sense of not deceiving.&Wbne has his Life
and nature one is not then deceived by the woldeéprarationiNot
deceived by separateness; separate creeds, sepatgs, organi-
sations and religion, or form or nationalities.

Here we see then, you are not in any way decéiyddese
because you have transcended them into the CAndtthere you
have lifted everything up out of the mud, out efsfagnation of the
human mind, into the glory of the UnderstandinthefChrist.

When one has His Life and Nature, one is not tismeived
by the world in separatiomnd all that is in it, or by ignorant creeds
and dogmashat cause dissension in human relationships.

Verse 57, means that the Father lives in the 8drtree Son
in the Father. “Know ye not, | am in the Father e Father is in
me,” Jesus spoke these words in the synagogue at Cagmarn

There was only one SynagogneCapharnaun and was
built by the Centurion as stated in Luke 7, thetGeon whose
servant was ill. Jesus was asked to heal the semdrwas told that
the Centurion deserved this favour of the Masher,He is a lover of
our nation and it was he who built our Synagogue.”

It is interesting to note that in tifiadings of theuins of the
Synagogue of Capharnaum was found a block of stithea pot
of manna carved on4tAnd it was opposite to the rostrum where Jesus
stood, at the other end of the synagogue, whepgdhehers gazed upon
it because it was significant of the time of Mobtese was the pot of
manna, and Jesus gazed upon it and his eyes revdedelruth
to him when he said, “yes, you ate the manna irdésert but you
died. But the Bread that | give you is the Breat domes down from
heaven—Eternal Life.”

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Now the disciples were divided at what he saidraady left
him.

In verses 59-64 it states thatgpokein the Synagogue of
Capharnaunandthat many of his disciples said, “this is hardalcet
in!

Jesus inwardly conscious, that his disciples waremuring
at it, said to them, “then what if you were to #ee Son of Man
ascending to where he formerly existed? What djifess the Spirit:
theflesh is of no avail at all. The words | have @itEto you are Spirit
and Life, and yet there are some of you who ddoebéve.”

In verses 66-69 it says, “after that, many ofdmsiples drew
back and would not associate with him any longéhdt a trag-
edy for them)! So Jesus said to the Twelve, ‘you do not want to
go too?’ Peter answered him, ‘Lord who are we tto§ol'he words
you have are words of Eternal Life.”

Even his twelve disciples could not actually beligae Truth
of what he was telling them. They could not beliegelruth of the
Eternal Life.

Many have listened to me and refused to believe Winave
said, tar less Jesysare my words not the words of Eternal Life?
Some have turned away because of their creedsddmgnas, they
cannot eat or drink the Truth of the Living Chiirgtt is in every soul.
They are still set on separation. There can beeparation in Truth.
Truth is whole, it is completeness. | can be ngtkise but the Truth,
the whole Truth and nothing else but the Truth umedhere is nothing
else but TruthConformity prevents them receiving the Bread of
Eternal Life, for they live in separation, as dihe of the disciples of
Jesus. So it will be that many will die in theindgance of the Ever-
present Eternal Lifaow.

Therefore the Creativevi® of God must be in
man. And it is his Livingness, his Consciousnesswareness of this
fact enables him to create.

But if he will lose himself. That is to say, hdl fwst of all
find himself, then after finding himself, he maselhimself.

It is when the mind is still and when all beliafgl ideas are
eliminated or dissolved away, then that which ialRdll take
Its place.

Intellectual-isms” are a hindrance to the exptiessof the Truth.
Mans intellectual knowledge very often hindersetkiaression of the
Truth. Because all he knows is an intellectual kngwf the truth,
but that is not the Truth. That is not the Truthtt@hrist taught his
disciples. It is not the Truth that | am tryingstzow you—Peace alone
brings this.

What we really “know” we have no opinion aboutisTkimowing
can only come when we thoroughly understand oessdiwe do not
understand ourselves we shall not understand agygtsée, for the
root of understanding lies within ourselves.

In understanding myself | must understand my icglahip
with others, with the world, for in me as in evengoelse is the
“Whole.” | am the result of the Whole. “| praisedéfor the awful
wonder of my birth. Thou knowest all about my sowl body is
no mystery to Thee.”

| am not separate from Life. | cannot be, | ameadiad living and
that Living will be Eternal. This is the feelingdeknowing that you get
after you discern all that which is false.

Everybody is living in a belief, in an idea. Yol anost people
are living in an idea of Christ and they have pim Iso far away
they can never reach him. They are living in tHethevhat they are
told, because they have never thought for themselve

| have thought for myself, deep deep thinkings¥aat, trying
to understand that which is false. Then | found tiaich is true.
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It is the way every person must go, there is neratiay. You may try
to escape this and escape that but you cannot.

This is the Reality that we have no opinion aboatgdoubts
about. The recognition and understanding of tlaisvidl bring about
the necessary and vital change in the individustl &#ind then in the
world, for the world is what we are.

We are the world. Our ideas, our beliefs is theldioDur
antagonisms, our separations that is the world.

Is not the state and society what we are in thicfeging?
The world is but the projection of ourselves, withas the world
is not. What we are the world is, the State isietpcs. When we
are brutal, perverse, exclusive, greedy, envioadjwe in separation
sSo we create in body and circumstances just whatreiel here is
no denying this fact.

The study of oneself is by no means easy, itrejalertness and
keen observation of every thought-feeling, andratengtanding of our
motives and what our feelings are towards others.

Therefore it is a constant alertness. To be keanigre of
our thinking. To note which way our thinking iggpiTo observe whether
we are caught up in a belief. To observe whethesrevémitating. To
observe if we are only perpetuating the idea oftenclo observe if we
have any antagonisms against another individualation. \We have got
to observe all these things and it means a congieteternal alertness,
because you are surrounded with falseness. Youdisugh this falseness
otherwise you will be caught up in it and you andyease the misery
in the world.

Our subjective self has taken years to build, rmodt of our
motives are hidden behind a series of misconcapfidvere is a whirl
of activity and inward confusion torn by confligiidesires. We deny,
we assert, we praise, we condemn.

We are in a constant state of contradiction anchivéx that our
actions are the positive action of our beliefsa Asatter of fact, our actions is
nothing more than the expression of our contramhisti For instance, you
want peace, yet you create war. You want happeredsyou create
SOrrow.

You are told by your religious organisation, “thebalt not kill”
But you find a means to excuse yourself when #te t&lls you to
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kill. And the very organisation that tells you tmill, will bless the
iImplements that are created to Kkill.

So we are living in a world of contradictions ayali say you
are thinking—you are no more thinking than thatdab thinking.

It is when you truly think that you will discermat which
Is false, because you will be constantly awareaatthful of the
things that surround you, the falseness that sundsuyou, so that
you will not be caught up in them.

| can imagine Jesus showing his disciples howlasg caught
up in the various things and how he drew them failisoworld, as he
said, “I have taken you out of the world.”

We must slow down our thought-feeling like a shmwation
picture to see what is happening on the surfaee, we can study
the movements of our minds.

Slow down the action of your thinking. Do not allgourself
to be caught up in every move and every idea thatson expresses.

There is no difference between any particular oiggtion, no
matter what it is, that creates separation in tloeldv Every organisation
that creates separation between man and man & fAkcause it is
not unity according to the Divine plan. Therefone golitical party is
just as bad as the other. One particular organistigion is just as bad as
the other. Anything that creates separation betwaan and man
is a lie! And those who created that are liars frima beginning.

Christ is the only Living Truth. Christ dwellsyou and me.

To merely control our thought-feeling, to merghplst a brake
to it, to merely say that this is wrong or thatight is a waste of
precious time and effort. If we are merely engagembntrolling our
thought-feeling there can be no understanding of it

So it is not a matter of merely controlling youmught-feeling but
to understand it.

To merely say that this is right and this is wrgmmy do not
know what you are talking about. You are livinghe world of
contradiction. In Spirit there is only right. Goteated everything
and He said it was good, there could be nothing. &kan creates
these ideas. The Tree of Knowledge of good angrewils in man.
The Tree of Life grows out of God. Out of mans ngmoavs the
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Tree of Knowledge of good and evil. But the Trdafefalone that
lives—is God.

Most of you have found that your mind wandersgaér the
place, one thought is never finished before angthmeps up,] no
thought-feeling is ever finished. Just to conthis tvandering, to
restrain it, instead of examining it and understagd only makes
you more petty, narrow and thoughtless.

It is the broad mind that sees these things. Ctintgoyour
mind is contraction—understanding your mind is egian

The mind has to slow itself down. If you use foyoa only
create more opposition. But as you discemn evengtiit-feeling without
restraint, without comparison, without judgmentight or wrong,
letting go completely of what the mind is made fjyau will become
aware of that which is unchanging, you will becaamere of that
which is significant, that which is Real. Then éo¥l this up with
awareness of the self, not as a separate self tthe: avhole, this will
lead to freedom from mental confusion, beliefsjiops and separation.
You will begin to “know,” you will understand yoweH.

So you will find this, that once you slow downrthied, you
will watch its progress. You will be, as it wera,eaminer, a judge.
Not judging every thought whether it was right aorg and making
comparisons but looking at it without comparisoithaut in anyway
being caught up in these things.

Immediately you begin to compare a thing you lustgourself in
it. Immediately you begin to say this is right dnal is wrong you
have lost yourself in it.

But if you then slow the mind down or the mirglag/ed down
because you say that it will do so—it will do so.

So you watch carefully the thoughts that passrbefou,
undisturbed, no matter what rises to the surfateeopast. Something
that may have happened to you, or you did, or weatbe case may
be, that you have shrunk from in the past. Therst muemotional
reaction to that thing otherwise you are caughiruip You must see it
exactly as it is as a picture on the screen. Thenmll begin to discern
the self and the movements of the mind. You vellbledo see that these
things are nothing at all. Then you will become revad something—the
self that is looking, seeing, understanding.

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When the self is then understood, when you beanaie of
the self, then there must be the denial of theBdhuse the self is the
cause of every thought, every emotion. Everythatgroubles you in
life, the self is the cause of it.

You are the one that reacted to it, the selfésahe, the self
is the error. Error in the mind is nothing. It if1an the self is caught up in
these things.

This is why Jesus said, “Yes, you must forsake yather,
your father, your sister, your brother, your hustbayour wife and
your children and even your own life before you bacome a
disciple of mine.” Showing that there can be ncasafon. If you
are living in the world in your mind—you are sep&c

Alone and in your aloneness can you reach thiplisity, this
understanding, in your aloneness.

This is being religious in the fundamental serigé@®word,
not dependent oany particular organised religion for this will make
you irreligious which leadgouto separation through your belief. You
will be responsible for separation which is theseaof dissension,
economic disasters, wars, starvation and oppression

Looking back only a few years ago we can see \apgehed in
the Spanish Inquisition. People were burnt at takes that horrible
death, and the people who did it so-called beliemelbsus Christ
who said, “love your neighbour as yourself.”

How these people were caught up in their belaf; they were
caught up in separation and dogmas. We are seeinday. \We are
seeing the movements backwards and forwards ofnay pushing
this way and another one pushing that way. For Wh#hat are you
fighting for? Not for Christ.

Christ does not require to be fought for. He & Eiternal only
begotten Son of the Father, that lives Eternallyr whe Father and
the Father with him.

What you are fighting for is false values becayme do not
understand.

In my last lecture | urged you not to label yolwres with
names for are you not followers of the “One Lifeatis in all,
understanding him who showed mercy and compassialh tvho
refused to be limited by any nation, church or styci
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“Forgive them for they know not what they do.”

Labels only bring confusion, labels such as Garisiew, Hindu,
Buddhist, Mohammedan, American, German, Englisimesh, etc.
True religion is above nationalities above creads, is the way to
the realization of the Supreme, the way to Peagéhappinessie
must transcend all these things and only when arestend these
things do we haweorld peaceprosperity and so for the individual.

The individual seeks security. But does the idd&i gets
security? You can only have security in the WiNaein the past, it is
utterly impossible.

When we all become truly religious in the truesseof the
word then only will there be peace in the soulcpaa the world.
Then only will we understand ourselves and othémgty can only
come through right thinking and in no other way. W# have
that inward wisdom and peace and love of the Mdstaself.
“I am the way, | am the Light of the World.” How& these words
are to us now.

In Mark 7; Jesus rebukes the Pharisees for ttaglition. In
verse 5, it states, “then the Pharisees and squildethis question
to him, ‘why do your disciples not follow the trwoin of the elders?
Why do they take their food with “common” hands?ddl to them,
‘ves, it was about you hypocrites indeed that Isgi@phesied!—
as it is written, this people honours me with thigis, but their
heart is far away from me: vain is their worshipnaod, for the
doctrines they teach are but human precepts.”

He was showing that all the doctrines they wenegdaias nothing
else but ritual, human precepts. “You shall nottis, you shall not do
that.”

In Isaiah 29 verse 13; it states, “ ‘since thispge draw near
to me with their mouth, ‘says the Eternal, ‘honounmng with their
lips, while their hearts are far remote; sincer tiadigion is a mockery,
a mere tradition learned by rote;...."” This is wiegus was referring to.

Then it is to examine clearly to discern the aatf the ways of
the self, understand the sell—leads to freefR@ople are trained what
to think. Is not our civilization based on confay@i Our thought is
directed by those who themselves are bound tonaéiitic ideas, to
separation in religion, in politics. Are we not gabto propaganda to
make us think the way our leaders want us to thifkz we are lead
like sheep to the slaughter.

If you then can think for yourselves you will traasd all
these things. And you will see then all these shamg separate and
distinct. They have got nothing to do with the §hwihich is the only
Reality in you and me.

If we have any idea that we are separate andhdidiecause
we ourselves are different; from different natioingm different
families—you are living in separation.

When you enter the Spirit of God, then you knaivtkiere is
but wholeness, completeness, and nothing but coenples.

Propaganda is not conducive to right thinkintglis us what to
think, and here Jesus with his right thinking showesway.

Jesus was showing us that Spirit was the onlyitiRé@aiman
and through self-awareness we discover our conédithought. We
discover that we are merely copying another, tleahawe acquired a
habit of thinking which is erroneous and disastiousurselves and
others.

You have to discover that for yourselves as | diseal it for
myself.

| have no enemies because | do not believe iniendins only
he who believes in an enemy, has enemies.

Transcend that state of separation and you emter the
Christ that is born in every human soul, “the obgotten Son
of the Father.”

In John 8: 12 to 17, Jesus says, “ ‘| am the Lafjtite world; he
who follows me will never walk in darkness, he witjoy the light of
life,’ so the Pharisees said to him, ‘you arefi@sg to yourself; your
evidence is not valid.’ Jesus replied to themultifidl do testify to myself,
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my evidence is valid, because | know where | harsecfrom and
where | am going to—whereas you do not know whé&a/é come
from or where | am going to. You judge by the oetsl judge no one;
and though | do judge, my judgment is true, becaasa not by
myself—there is myself and the Father who sent ine.’

So we see then, those who live on that outsidef ieeparation
and distinction, does not know the Father of Cligsius, because they
live in separation.

He knew where he came from—Eternal Life and hegoiag to
Eternal Life and was in Eternal Life. And no oneldseparate him
from the Eternal Life, because the Father was Blétife, and Eternal
Life was with him.

Yes, Jesus was the Spirit of God. He knew hdnev&pirit of God.
Just as | know | am the Spirit of God. And whenbgmome aware of
this Truth also, it will not be an idea in your mjror an image or a
belief or an intellectual belief or an intellectudka, but a Living
Reality.

We look to the future @wi@imembering the
past, while the Ever-Present Reality is nevergedli That Ever-Present
Reality that is Now!—is never realised. It can dogyin the present and
never in any other time because there is no tintearPresent. It is
always Present! Past and future are in the Presémir memories
of the past, your hopes of the future are nowigtviery moment. But
if you will realise that the Presence is the onhgdence, present
always—that is Reality.

The Ever-Present or the Eternal Present cannatdegnised because of
the fact that your mind is caught up in becomirgug@ht up in the
future, caught up in virtue and sin, there is thie Wwhich are together,
the Devil, the opposites. In Reality there is eeiffihe Reality is free.
Therefore to come to Reality, your mind, must tcans all the
opposites into that State of Consciousness whe@rtieness dwells.
And that Oneness dwells in you and me, do nottfatgehe fact
Is that we talk about it makes it relative. Buim anly talking about it
to draw your attention, so that you will be ablectame to your own
realisation of it.In the oneness of Reality there is completeness. |
the Creative Being within there is but “One”.

There is no duality, there is no separation, tli&mo opposites.
The opposites are in your mind. We have to trasttemn the world
of opposites into understanding that which is utlign we will find
the fundamentals which are underlying the humaa.raAatagonisms
are brought by the opposites, by duality. Thess#ie cause of all these
things. The self wants to expand the self. It goey from Reality, out
from Reality, away from Reality, instead of turriiagk towards Reality
and finding there.

And as the prodigal son was away in the wilderhesspends
his inheritance and then he comes back.

But
the father put on the best robe, the ring on higelis, sandals on his
feet, which are the three great honours. But tioghler did remember.

In Matthew 22 Jesus again speaks in the paraltie dRealm
of Heaven, “ ‘the Realm of heaven,” he said, ‘maycbmpared to a
king who gave a marriage-banquet in honour todms de sent his
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servants to summon the invited guests to the feasthey would
not come. Once more he sent some other servayitsy sdell the
invited guests here is my supper all prepared,.d emerything is
ready; come to the marriage-banquet.’”

Now the invited guests are those who consider ¢ebmes
children of God. They go to church, they worshigl@ut in their
mind-hearts they are antagonistiigy do not recognise the King.
They do not know this King that is one—only Orig,Kimg of all
souls in the world. Sthey lived in separation. In verseibsays,
“but they paid no attention and went off, one t® dstate, another
to his business, while the rest seized the senaaddll treated
them and killed them.”

His servants are those who reveal the Father rgdhe Son
who knows what the Father does.

The marriage feast is symbolic of the union ofititividual
with the UniversalWhenever the individual becomes aware of his
Oneness with the Universal, ‘whenever the Son ecamare of his
union with the Father—there is the marriage feabg’ marriage
between the Son and the Father-Mother God.

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servants went out on the roads and gathered slintie¢, bad and
good alike. Thus the marriage feast was supplitdguests, showing
thatthesinner and saint alike was entitled to the feastwdiothed in

proper robes.

For in verse 11 and 12 we see here the Master“lagtshe sent
them out and brought everyone in, no matter whpwese, bad and
good, all alike, anyone whatsoever come to thelagarfeast.” Invitation
to everyone to come to the realisation of your @semith God. Come
into this marriage feast and recognise and seddaeity of this great
wonderful thing that is taking place—the unionha Son with the
Father.

So it is when we look away from the Living Presefius
Indwelling Intelligence to look upon appearanceaagality, we get
lost in illusion.

The Presence is complete in Itself and is thetZeeBower in
you and me. We do not realize the Presence by lawnly on carrots
and turnips, nodo we realize it by going round in rags, mrwe
realize it by sitting on the mountain-top. Only thy discernment
of all that is false can this Living Presence, thigativeness be
realized.

The realization of the Living Presence as your Gseative
Power is so effective when thoroughly understoaal, it removes
all fear, craving and limitation from the mind. Whithe cause of fear,
craving and limitation is dissolved through undading Reality takes its
place.

Reality is there always waiting to take its platés only the
“I” that prevents it. It is the ego-self that is minually holding back
this Ever-Presence. The ego-self, the “I”.

Therefore as Jesus said clearly and distinctiglé'ss you give up
your life you shall lose it, but if you give up ibie you shall retain
it.” That is to say clearly in modern language andrds—is to give
up the self and all the self stands for and thenwith retain that Self,
but from a different point of view. You will retéine Self that is behind
the self.

No one can describe the “Indescribable” but ydidknow if you
are burdened with illusions, false beliefs, crasjimghich create opposites
and prevent understanding. You will readily settti@se hindrances are
preventing the true expression of the “Indescidsalbis not what God is
but that He is and His Presence must be realizeasreeparate from
oneself but the greater Self and which is behirhegther self as
well.

This is what the Master saw and did, he knew tivesds, now
you can realise what his words mean “I and the FER-are ONE.”
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The Un-manifest and the Manifest were one andahe. The
Un-seen and the Seen were one and the same.

The Presence can, only be understood when wet dompare
judge or condemn. The continual renewal of the roythe Spirit
can only be done when there is no birth or deathemory of the
past.Listen to me—if | Live in the Presence of God tiwsy | know
no past, | know no future, because | am Livingterriity. This must
be realised by yourselves, | wish | could give thairealisation in
my hand, but even written words will not give iytu. Yes, even
Jesus said, “you search the scriptures and yolkthou find eternal
life you make a mistake.” Meaning to say you cafindtEternal Life
in the word or in the scriptures—you can only fiind yourselves.
In comprehending the past there must be no distnict the present,
no disturbance, that prevents renewal of the Sgini¢ Ever-present
Presence.

If there is a disturbance in your mind reference plast then
you will never know the Presence. There is no rdliahce in the
Presence. The disturbance is in your mind. If yaiad is disturbed how
can you observe the Presence—that is Eternal, @abinPeaceful.
Even the wind creates the waves on the sea surfabe, depth there
Is silence and peace. If the mind then is troublitlal a past, how can
you understand the Ever-present Presence—thatesna and
Ever-present.

It is so extraordinary to think and know a few éayasped
this great Truth. How many minds are troubled l&yghst. Can you
understand then the Presence of God that is EtanghAll-powerful,
Omnipresent, Omnipotent, Omniscience, All-Knowle8ti®\isdom,
All-Power and Ever-present, present Everywhere. Yeanunderstand
the very depth of this Great Power that is witlon.\if you are then
ruffled on the surface if your mind caught up ia gast, if your
mind is troubled—know there is peace only in tlieests of the mind
can the Realisation of the Presence in yours oemin

When the mind is saddled with memory pregnant satirs of
experiences the mind is ever giving continuityt$oowwn scars and
conditioning the present, this is binding the Salfl there can be no
renewal until this is discerned. When we live fudlyperiences do not
leave traces behind, for the present is Etereal @dnd unconditioned.
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We will see how clearly this is out-portrayedha parable that
we will cover tonight—the Parable of the ProdigahS

How can a mind that is conditioned understandrticenditioned,
that is beyond all value, beyond all comparisorsvidan a mind
that is divided understand that which is not dididéiow can a
mind caught up in beliefs understand that whichriwabelief? How
can a mind that is caught up in separation, toalitight and wrong,
good and bad, high or low understand that (in) ithese things
do not exist.

How can you understand that in which these thilagsal exist
if you are caught up in them. Surely this trutthes only Truth. | am
putting to you in modern language the Masters teah

In Luke 14 verse 26 (Eastern text), “he who cotbewe and
does not put aside his father, and his motherhanlrothers, and
his sisters, and his wife, and his children, arehdvs own life, he
cannot be a disciple to me.”

This verse has created a lot of difficulty to mbaotwhen we see
what Jesus is explaining we see the wonderful. tMdther, father,
sister, brother and the self is limitation and ssmn. Unless we put
aside then this separation which we cling to weneser be disciples
of the Christ. To me this is one of the most profbstatements of the
Master.Because the Christ is greater than all these. Timess that
which is in everyone of us.

Unless we can put everything aside so that wesearthe Christ
clearly and distinctly without separation, withalistinction then we
can be no disciples of the Master.

“Salt is good; but if the salt lose its savouthwihat can it be
salted?"Jesus meartihe Spirit is all, but if we divide it in our minas
has lost its value to us, with what then can ystore its value?

Nothing. You cannot restore that value unless yoopeehend
and discern what you are doing and immediately ventize falseness
then you will find that Reality is there.

In Luke 15: 1-3 it states, “then the publicans sinders drew
near to him to hear him. And the scribes and Ressisnurmured,
saying, he receives even the sinners and eatthertihh So Jesus told
them this parable,...” the parable of the shepheddhés sheep.
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This parable is better portrayed in fewer wordglatthew 18: 12-14,
“tell me if a man has a hundred sheep and oneeaf #trays, will
he not leave the ninety-nine sheep on the hillsgah search of
the one that has strayed? And if he happens tdfirdll you he
rejoices over it more than over the ninety-niné tiever went astray.
So it is not the will of your Father in heaven thasingle one of
these little ones should be lost.”

Here is a wonderful Truth. Know there is none lost!

Thislesson the Master showed here is that the fadasfold
and not one can be lost, even if one is astragdloel Shepherd
shall find it and take it back into the fold sottlize fold may be
complete, again Jesus shows that there can bgamsen in the
Father’'s house in which we all live. The only sefian is in our own
minds and it is this that prevents the Wholenes® fmanifesting
through us.

Now we come to the most beautiful parable of radl we can
gather the true meaning of the Master’s words waiign we have
dissolved away all separation, all hate, envy;ragiiteousness or
righteous anger, which is an absurdity.

People say, “that | am righteously angry.” Therenis such
thing as righteous anger. It is a fool that sayestinthings. Anger is
a lack of understanding, a lack of wisdom. No matteat kind of
anger it may be—it is the same thing. Its only xruse because
you are angry.

Luke 15 verses 11-32 (Moffatt’s translation), diso said: (12)
‘There was a man who had two sons, and the yowsaierto his
father, “father, give me the share of the Proptady falls to me.”
So he divided his means among them. (13) Not mayy ldter, the
younger son sold off everything and went abroaal destant land,
where he squandered his means in loose livingr Aiehad spent
his all, a severe famine set in throughout that,land he began to
feel in want; (15) so he went and attached hintsedf citizen of
that land, who sent him into his fields to feed®wn(16) And he was
fain to fill his belly with the pods the swine werating; no one gave
him anything. (17) But when he came to his sersesaid, “how
many hired men of my father have more than encuglat, and here
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am |, perishing of hunger! (18) | will be up and tf my father,
and | will say to him, “father, | have sinned agaiheaven and be-
fore you; (19) | don't deserve to be called your aay more; only
make me, like one of your hired men.”

found.” So they began to make merry. (25) Now tbereson was
out in the field, and as he came near the houbedrd music and
dancing; (26) so summoning one of the servantasked what this
meant. (27) The servant told him, “your brothey &aived, and your
father has killed the fatted calf, because he bBkign back safe and
sound.” (28) This angered him, and he would nangdis father came
out and tried to appease him; (29) but he replieok at all the years

| have been serving you! | never neglected anyof grders, and yet
you (have) never given me so much as a kid, todamake merry with
my friends. (30) But as soon as this son of yaurges, after wasting
your means with harlots you kill the fatted calf fom!” (31) The
father said to him, “my son, you and | are alwagether; all | have is
yours. (32) We could not but make merry and rejmicgour brother
here was dead and he hasvcome to life again, he was lost but he is
found.””

Now verses 11 and 12 show that the father did notateesa
give his son his share when he asked. \erse 13 dhewon gathering alll
together and going away to a foreign land. Thegiodand is separation
and he spends all his inheritands, this state of separation that we
are now in at this present timéifter spending all there is a famine
and he feels the want. He feels the pangs of sgparéhe absolute
void of the heart which has sacrificed everythorgpfeasure and which
has lefthim nothing but suffering. Vlerse 15, and he was sdnt in
the field to feed the swine, this work being thevést possible
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degradation to a Jewas to feed swin&kerse 16, and his hundas
(unsatisfied desirelpecause no desire can be satisfied while you are in
separation. There is always the inward povertyublolack of under-
standing of the Ever-Presence. And his hunger adrisatisfied
desirewould make him eat even the swine’s food and noloadyd
anything about him, whether he starved or died.

This is the world of the jungl¢hat we are in now, this very
momentno one cares about anyone in a life of separaitias,
everyone for himselfls that not so?!! Can you tell me that it is
any different?

Yes, it was just as bad now as it was at that winen Jesus
spoke these words. And he spoke knowing the amljtist as we
are seeing the same conditions today.

Verse 17, he came to himself, came to his senseseturned
to a healthy state of mind.

Verse 18, his sin, his life in separation, haddestroyed the
relationship to his Father.

That no matter what he did in the world of sejiamdte was still a
Living Being because the Spirit of God still livedhim and gave him
Life, gave him Consciousness—has given you cossess and
life now. The Father can never be separated fromigaanyway
whatsoever—it is HE Himself who is Living in yobergfore his
separation, his degradation, his sense of sin neestroyed the
relationship between himself and his Father.

Verse 19, repentance compléte.

He said, “I shall go.” He feels the repentance. testes the
burden. He frees himself from the burden and henbeg return.
Begins to see the Truth of the only Living Being.

Verse 20, return to his father, return to hisizasibn of the
unlimited state of his father’s house. His fatlemognised him at
once and went to greet him, the father welcomedbwefore he
had time to make his confession, the father knotest\ig inyour
heart.If your heart is full of Love then you have entdfesl Fathers
House, As you saw the other night, the robe inlwthie man was
not dressed in, the Robe of Love. ‘How did yourgeére my man
and the man was speechless.’ So is everyone elsehspss if they

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do not have the Robe of Love! That is the onlyegiiog Robe that
there can ever be, because the Father is LovesiBone see the love
of the father. The father welcomed him before liktinae to make
his confession. The father knows what is in hig Iseehe put his arms
around his neck and kissed him. This is the retogrof union.The
two together in that kiss of embrace and the twoine One—that is
Love.

Verse 21, the son said, “I have strayed from ilytsand am
not worthy.”

Verse 22, before the son could finish the fathiek, Soring forth
(quickly) at once the best robe and put it on lamng on his hand
and shoes on his feet’—complete. These three athrée marks of
honour (this is also upheld in the higher degréasasonry today.)

Verse 23, the fatted calf, the one that is keptaf@reat
occasion.

Verse 24, lost in separation, now found in unggalito the truth
now living in the Eternal Ever-present—the Father.

\erses 25-32, these verses rebuke the murmafitigsPharisees.
“Now the elder brother, son, was out in the fiefdldne came near the
house and he heard music and dancing. So summon@gf his
servants he asked, ‘what is this meant?’ The setelthhim, ‘your
brother has arrived and your father has killed thteed calf because
he has got him back safe and sound! This angeredhd he would
not go in. His father came out and tried to appdase But he replied,
‘look all these years | have been serving you tigeer neglected
any of your orders and yet you have never giveasmauch as a kid
to let me make merry with my friends, but as sgdhia son of yours
arrives after wasting your means with harlots, ¥diuthe fatted calf
for him.” The father said to him, ‘my son, you &atke always together,
all I have is yours. We could not but make megjice, for your
brother here was dead and he has come to life ag@nwvas lost
but he is found.™

Is that not what the churches are today, denyiingly do not look
upon dancing and music as a means of frivolity;, #harong. But
Jesus rebukes the Pharisees for their stupid higyodneir irreligious
religion. Is it not the same today that this irggbus religion is
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paramount. Why people look upon things as evil.too see that
they are living in separation, thats why they aia/ary about the devil,
because they are living in separation and separasiadhe devil. And
wherever you see separation and wherever you eeadethl there is
denial of the Absolute God, because if you achepdévil is a reality
then you deny the Absolute God. Jesus was reldhkifitharisees for
their stupid irreligious religion.

\erses 25-28, the elder brother who attends telig®us duties is
angered by his brother’s return to the house, edigeghen he heard
the great merriment and laughter. He would nohgm ifact he could
not go in being bound in separation and was egezaser sinner being a
hypocrite. But the father treats both sons alike.

The hypocrite and the sinner both alike. One wboght he was
spiritual was the hypocrite but the sinner was ewere honest because
he said, “I shall go back to my father and in mhéa house | shall
find this and that.”

\erses 29-31, shows the jealousy of the eldandards it not the
same today? Here the father shows his relatiorishbipyou and | are
always together all | have is yours.”

Verse 32, shows the true relationshipyafur brother” here
he was dead, now alive, was lost now fouvalr brother.

This parable | have mentioned many times in difiewvays,
yet only can we grasp its true meaning when we t&eerned, our
own shortcomings, our jealousyr envy,our greed, separation and
all that hinders the Father doing his work in us.

In moments of great creativeness are momentsaf geauty,
in which there is deep undisturbed composure. In these moments
there is complete absence of the self, with atlot#licts. In this is
the highest form of thought-feeling from the heairtd that has found
peace in Wholeness. Having once experienceadwing ktillness one
must not cling to the memoof it for this prevents further experience
of Reality.How many times that we have reached this Stillrassve
try to recapture it again. We try to memorise d &wold the memory of it.
That is wrong! There are greater vistas. Great@alee of the Presence
that is Ever-present. It is not the memory ofdiRperience that is necessary
but the Realisation of the Presence that is Evesgmt. Then these

experiences will come more and more into your. iésmust become
deeply aware of that which hinders the express$itmsd_iving Stillness
only in utter simplicity when all craving has cehgethe Bliss of the
Living Presence realized, “unless ye become &eachild ye shall not
enter the Kingdom of Heaven.”

The Kingdom of Heaven is the Kingdom of the Réafsaf Truth.
The King and his Kingdom. Pilate said to Jesusy ‘s a king?” He
said, “yes, | was born a king, that is why | wasna King to witness
unto the Truth.”

TO CONFUSION, SORROW AND FEAR*

“Body and soul may fail but God my strength is ming
own for ever more.” Psalm 73: 26.

Psalms of David we see clearly how he had the koge| had
the wisdom of the Truth. Although, mind you, hédcsee all the things
that were external to himself and also he fearedaesof them. | do not
say that David was complete because if | read tiinduis Psalms
| only find in many of them the Truth, many of timawve no Truth in
them at all. Which shows you that David of cougaeetl the external
but when he came to his senses he realised thatvtlas no fear in
Reality. That when Reality took place, took itacta the individual
or the individual became aware of himself and Waith was behind
the self then fear disappeared. He knew that thageneither death, nor
sacrifice, nor anything else, or affliction of aagd that could affect the
Life that was Real within.

Are we not continually perpetuating our illusioghind which
we hide while repeating the phrases God is Lovél, i&&Visdom,
God is Truth, God is Life? God can never be a fdalius while we
hide behind our illusions.

These are our illusions, our thoughts, our fears, beliefs in
tradition and we hide behind these things and W& that these things
are real when they are not real at all—the onlylRe& God! And if
we see and we think that these things externakakéhen we have no
power of the Truth within us. It is only when wadise those illusions to
be and what they are, then can we discern thenepyognd dissolve
them.

Only by understanding that which is not true carewive at that
which is true. Are we not the expression of Ligelk the expression
of the Living Presence?

If | can get you to see behind all these thingswill find that
there is no such thing as good and bad in theitef@pirit. If you
find then that there is sickness in health thém ot in the Infinite
Spirit. If you look at the opposites then you kitbw that you are hiding
behind an illusion and the only thing to do is igpdse of the opposites
and when you dispose of them you will find thenalig a single unity
in which no opposite exists—that is the only Reaht then you are
not hiding behind your illusions.

It is most difficult for many students to comprehtbis Truth because
they are always living in the relative but we nistern these things
clearly.

We must do our thinking free from tradition, ffeem beliefs
and limitations, free from separation.

Awareness, which is freedom, does not come nat lbarinduced
from the outside making you merely dependent upore stimulation.
No outside stimulation of any kind can bring thiewt. It is already here.
It is now, waiting patiently to take its place in you when giscern
all that is hindering It. It is ever-present, Ittise only Living Reality, the
only Power that is, the only Intelligence thataisd It is everywhere.
There is nowhere where It is not. It is patientiyting now all the time at
this very moment, It izow waiting to give expression to Itself through

“I tell you truly in so far as you did it to oné¢ o
these my brothers, even to the least of them, you d
it to me.” Matthew 35: 40.

Right thinking can only come when one knows oheieknow
oneself there must be discernment of all thattigeimind, that influences
the self. Ideas, desires, beliefs must be recobaistheir cause must be
understood, otherwise one is caught up in thesgstiaind is influenced
by them.

Now the thing is, what is the cause of these ithehsfs, all these
things that is influencing the self—it is the sEffe self is the cause
because the self does not discern the self anchdbesderstand the self,
nor does it understand its ways. It is caught uh@se things and then
when the self is caught up in them it is bound.sElfes lost. There is
freedom in Truth that releases the self.

If your thought is moulded to a pattern your ust@ding will
conform to this conditioning. Your thought-feelwdl be in accordance
with your tradition or belief, your thought shapissif according to your
background. If, while in childhood, you are inflaed by religion your
adult life will be in accordance with what is héiced in your mind.
